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) raditions of teachers training took root
in Cherkasy before the Soviet times. In Sep-
tember 1912 a male teachers seminary
opened in the city. It gave its graduates
secondary pedagogical education. Several
famous people studied and taught there. In
particular, one of the students was Silvestr
Hlushko (born in the village of Moskalenky,
Kaniv povit), a famous historian, a student of
M. Hrushevsky. When World War | started
and especially during the revolution
activities period of 1917-1920, the semi-
nary operated in very unfavourable condi-
tions. It was difficult to arrange the educa-
tional process because of the shortages of
funding, unpredictable military and political
situation, the changes in educational policy.
In December 1920, the seminary was reor-
ganized into a teachers-training school.
The fact that a higher educational estab-
lishment appeared in Cherkasy is directly
related to the national revival and the
formation of modern Ukrainian nation.
Notably, the idea of a higher-educational
teachers-training establishment was born
among Cherkasy intelligentsia during the

violent years of Ukrainian national revolution

of 1917-1920 and the liberation efforts. The motivation for such
a move was more than satisfactory, as on the stretch of territory
from Kyiv to Katerynoslav there was not a single higher educational
establishment. As the founders of the time saw it, it had to be
specifically a teachers-training establishment, as the young
Ukrainian state needed highly qualified teachers.

Already in September 1920 the council of the future institute
was convened and it immediately took up the preparatory and
organizational work. The initiative group was headed by a teacher
of logics, Latin and psychology, a civil activist well-known in the
city, Ivan Mykhailovych Zvinskyi. As soon as the circumstances
allowed, and that meant first of all the military action zone moving
away from the city and some money raised, on 6 February 1921

At first the Cherkasy Institute of People’s
Education included one faculty of social education
with three departments: History-Philology, Natural
Sciences and Physics-Mathematics ones. In future
it was planned to open a Workers’ Faculty and the
Department of Pre-School Education.

Initially, the teaching staff consisted of the initia-
tive group on institute creation itself — 3 professors
and privatdozents and 9 teachers. Famous Kyiv
scientists and teachers came to Cherkasy to teach
certain courses, among them were literary critic
M. Zerov, historian O. Hermaize and others. Famous
local educators were 1. Zvinskyi, who was already
mentioned, as well as P. Khomenko, A. Vadymoyv,
O. Arkhypovych, Karpov and others. Contempo-
raries recall that the teachers’ payment was often in
kind, namely in flour.

After Institute was opened, the youth of
Cherkasy entered it readily. The first winter
enrolment of 1921 was 2 14 persons. Yet, soon the
number of students was sharply reduced. Material
difficulties and hunger made themselves felt. As of
1 September of the second academic year the
student count at the Institute was only 96. Out of
that number: 51 persons were getting higher

education at the Natural Sciences Department, 34

That made it possible to receive a small amount of help from the local budget. For the sake of the educational
establishment's further development it was vital to include it into the system of centralized financing. The Institute
staff often brought this issue to the attention of the People’s Commissariat for Education of the Ukrainian SSR. In
1922, Cherkasy Institute of People’s Education was approved by the People’s Commissariat for Education and
included into the operations plan conditionally, which somewhat improved its material situation.

On 15 May 1922, the republican education authorities made the decision to reorganize the Cherkasy Institute.
In October on the basis of the Institute and the teacher-training school (the former Teachers Seminary) 3-year
higher teachers-training courses were organized. At that time, within the system of Ukrainian pedagogical
education such courses and vocational schools were recognized as the educational establishments that trained
teachers for primary school. Teacher A.O. Vadymov was put in charge of the courses. The number of students at
the time varied from 259 to 45 persons. Only starting from the academic year of 1924-1925 the student
population stabilized at the level of 110 and stayed like this until early 1930-s. 1923 saw the beginning of

Ukrainization of the educational establishment. While from the beginning of its existence almost all the classes were
given in Russian, already in March 1924 half of the teachers and all the students used Ukrainian.

In the academic year of 1924-1925 the first 27 teachers with higher education graduated the establishment and
joined the staffs of the Cherkasy povit schools. Later on the number of graduates was 35-36 persons annually.

July 1925 saw another reorganization as the higher educational institution in Cherkasy was renamed into a teachers-
training vocational school. It was headed by A. Shafet. The material basis of the vocational school was slowly growing,
two dormitories were opened. The teachers of the vocational school took an active part in the movement aimed at
liquidation of illiteracy.

In 1930 considerable changes took place in the Ukrainian system of pedagogical education. The strengthening of
totalitarian regime, the limitation of the rights of the union republics caused the unification of the educational area.
According to the regulation of the Central Executive Committee and the Council of People’s Commissars of the USSR
dated 23 July 1930 “On Reorganization of Higher Educational Schools, Vocational Schools and Workers’ Faculties”, a
unified network of pedagogical establishments was created. It resulted in the reformation of Cherkasy Teachers-Training

Its structure included History, Language and Literature, Physics and Mathematics and Natural Sciences departments.
The duration of studies increased to 4 years. After the liquidation of a teachers-training institute in Kamianets-Podilskyi
in 1935, some of its students were transferred to Cherkasy according to the order of the People’s Commissar for
Education of the Ukrainian SSR. Since 1938, Two-Year Teachers’ Institute started functioning at Cherkasy State
Teachers-Training Institute with one Language and Literature Department, whose aim was to train Russian Language

and Literature teachers and Ukrainian Language and Literature teachers.

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Repressions did not pass the Institute by,
either. Among others, victims of Stalinist terror
were German teacher V. Y. Mikhalichko (served
her sentence in a Siberia camp), assistant
professor of the Chair of the Russian Language
and Literature K. V. Basenko (10 years in camps),
senior accountant M. S. Dibrov (capital punish-
ment — shooting), accountant at payroll depart-
ment Y. Yu. Zheimys (executed by shooting).

The pre-war period saw the establishment of
scientific and research work: the Institute
published “Scientific notes”, the teachers
defended theses for obtaining Candidate of
Sciences degree, published monographs and
textbooks. In 1940-1941 academic year at 9
chairs there were almost 100 instructors, out of
whom 2 were professors and 10 were
candidates of sciences.

Yet, the progressive development of the
educational establishment was interrupted by

the war.

)he plans for scaling up the training of specialists at Cherkasy Teachers-Training Institute were hindered by the war

that stormed into the peaceful lives of Cherkasy citizens. The Institute’s activity was stopped on 22 August 194 1, when

after prolonged and violent fighting Hitler's troops invaded Cherkasy. Many of the teachers and students joined the field

forces, participated in the underground and partisan movements.

The geography of the teaching and supporting stuff participation in military actions that led to the Victory in the War
of 1941-1945 is wide. They defended and liberated not only the native land, but also the territories of Poland,

Czechoslovakia, Yugoslavia, Bulgaria, Romania,
Hungary, they stormed Berlin.

M. Ye. Fonkych was an artillery battery commander
during the war years. He is one of the few who
participated in the war against the Nazi Germany and
also took part in defeating the militarist Japan. Since
1949 he has been teaching at Cherkasy Teachers-
Training Institute. He defended a dissertation of a
Candidate of Sciences later to become a Doctor of
Physical and Mathematical Sciences and headed the
Chair of Theoretical Physics.

A. V. Tarasenkov was seventeen when in Novem-
ber of the disastrous 1941 he volunteered to the
frontlines. He finished the war in Berlin, was demo-
bilised, completed his interrupted secondary
education and entered the history department at
Shevchenko Kyiv State University. The combat veteran
received the degree certificate with honoursin 1951
and dedicated his whole life to the Cherkasy
Teachers-Training Institute, where he worked as an
assistant, senior lecturer, assistant professor, head of
the chair.

August 1941 he was severely wounded at Yelnya.
After the war he devoted himself to research and
instruction — he defended a dissertation of a
Doctor of Philosophy and became a professor. He
has been the Vice-Rector for Research for almost
20 years.

In May 1945 at the Oder river, after fighting off
another attack by the doomed Hitlerites, battery
commander Captain B. Ya. Fiksler was left alone -
all the artillerists were either killed or severely
wounded. Yet, the enemy failed to pass. The
combat front newspaper wrote about this
episode: “Fiksler was laying down firepower
calmly, reasonably, as if he were reading a lecture”
(before and after the war he worked as a senior
lecturer at the Mathematics Chair, he was the first
dean of the Physics and Mathematics Department
after the war). For this deed he was awarded with
arare Order of Alexander Nevsky.

During the war Junior Lieutenant V.V. Kliuiev

commanded an infantry company. In May 1942

he was severely wounded at the North-West Front.
After the war he was an assistant professor at the
Mathematics Chair.

The work on restoring the operation of Teachers-Training Institute started right after the liberation of Cherkasy form
the German troops in December 194 3. According to the statement of damages that the invaders caused to the Institute
dated 8 March 1944 compiled by acommission headed by Principal M. O. Dovhialo, the cost of the destroyed, ruined
and stolen property was 1 min. 757 thousand roubles. In a very short time, people managed to repair and bring to
proper condition the academic building and the dormitory, to equip the library, laboratories and the classrooms for
physics, chemistry, botany and zoology, so already on 20 March 1944 the People’ the Ukrainian SSR made a decision
about resuming the work of the Institute.

At the same time the work on admission of freshmen and registration of senior students was carried out. Former
teachers arrived to the Institute, including combat veterans, and there were new teachers as well. On 1 April 1944, 207
students started their studies at Natural Sciences, Physics and Mathematics and Language and Literature departments.

As of 1 September 1944, the number of students at the Institute was 380, still, the enrolment continued and in
October there were already 639 students. As part of the Institute structure, Two-Year Teachers’ Institute (operated until

1952) also resumed its work with one Literature Department that mostly trained teachers for grades 5=17 Sihce

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he new stage of the Institute development started in the 1950-s after the creation of Cherkasy region in 1954

with Cherkasy as the regional centre. As a tribute to the current ideology, the Presidium of the Supreme Council of the

Ukrainian SSR issued a decree to name the Institute after the 300th Anniversary of Reunification of Ukraine and Russia.

Further development of the educational establishment was directly related to the name of the Hero of the Soviet

Union, Professor O. V. Tkanko, who was appointed the Rector of the Institute on 3 March 1953. Heading the Institute

until 1979, he paid much attention to the strengthening of personnel potential and the educational and material basis

of the Institute, the expansion of the student body.

The structure of the educational establishment was refined, the level of educational and scientific work was improved.

If in early 1950’s the specialists were trained only at 4 departments (Physics and Mathematics, Natural Sciences,

Philological and Physical Education) with 3500 students, 10 years later the Institute had already six departments —

correspondingly. Post-graduate programs
were opened in four specialties: Anatomy
and Physiology, Physics, and Zoology.
Simultaneously with the improvement of
educational process, the work was also done
on the improvement of studying conditions.
In 1961 the new academic building was
commissioned for the Physical Education
Department. The instructors and students of
the Philology and Physics-and-Mathematics
departments started the new academic year
1967-1968 in the new academic building.
A landmark in the history of the Teachers-
Training Institute, in particular related to the
development and mastering new teaching
techniques, was the preparation of teachers
for Uzbekistan, Kazakhstan and Turkmenistan
that started in 1966. Thousands of qualified
teachers in these currently independent
Asian countries remember their student
years spent acquiring higher education in the

city on the Dnipro.

Notable progress was made in the
scientific and research work. General
recognition was given to the research works
of professors V.I.Soldatov (Philosophy),
O.V.Tkanko (History), M. A. Zhovtobriukh
(Linguistics), ~ O.P.Presniakov  (Literary
Criticism), I. P. Pidlasy (Pedagogy), M. K. Bosyi
and I.M.Davydenko (Anatomy and
Physiology), O.V.Bilyi and V.M. Naidan
(Chemistry), I. S. Sydoruk (Botany).

established friendly relations with the students of Bydgoszcz Voivodship in Poland. Besides constant
correspondence that included the exchange of delegations of students and teachers. Professors
H. O. Buhaienko and O. F. Semenovych and Assistant Professor L. M. Kliatska were invited by Bydgoszcz
colleagues and taught at the local higher teachers-training institution for some time. At least 120 students
and teachers of the Teachers-Training Institute persistently studied the Polish language.

The third labour semester was held in an organized fashion. The students actively participated in crop
harvesting on wild lands of Kazakhstan, worked at the farms in Cherkasy region. Student construction
brigades erected industrial, agricultural and socio-cultural buildings not only in Cherkasy region, but also in
Siberia (Tyumen) and even in Poland (Bydgoszcz city, as part of labour exchange).

The students’ leisure was fun and useful: they participated in various artistic and sports associations,
contests, tournaments. The fame of the student folk dance ensemble Cherkashchanka spread far beyond the
boundaries of Cherkasy region, as the ensemble was a laureate of many republican contests and toured the

main task of higher education - comprehensive and
substantial training of future specialists along with
instilling high civic values in them. At the same time it
called for the reformation of the whole operation of the
educational institution.

Changes were introduced not only into the
curricula, programs, special courses, but also into such
crucial functional areas of the university as the impro-
vement of the network of departments and specialties,
the raising of the scientific and methodological level of
the way the disciplines were taught, the intensification
of scientific research. As early as the late 1990’s at 10
departments specialists were trained in 24 specialties,
particularly such new ones as Journalism, Economic
Theory, Psychology and Social Work, Physical Education
and Professional and Olympics Sports, etc.

In spite of the difficulties in social and economic life
of the young country, the material and technical
resources of the University continued to consolidate.
Special emphasis was put on the computer and
informational support of the educational process. The
University had 200 computers, 1020 programs on
fundamental and special disciplines, and modern

printing infrastructure was established.

In 1997, the first specialized scientific publication
in the history of the University, the Cherkasy University
Bulletin, was founded. Its issuance was ensured by the

At the turn of the new millennium, the University
achieved a new level of scientific activity. Then the
chairs staff of the University included 30 Doctors of
Sciences, Professors and 144 Candidates of Sciences.
Cooperation with the scientists from academic insti-
tutions of Ukraine and foreign countries was expanded.
By the late 1990’s the scientific schools of professors
F. F. Boiechko, A. M. Husak, S. A. Zhabotynska, V. L. Ome-
lianenko, M. Yu. Fonkych, A. Yu. Chaban, T.S. Yatsenko
became well-known in Ukraine and beyond.

The objective of strengthening the personnel
potential remained as crucial as it had been. Special
attention was gjiven to the training the University’s own
teachers and best graduates as specialists of the highest
qualification. As of early 2000’s there were 68 young
scientists in post-graduate studies, and 11 of the
University’s instructors defended the dissertations for
the Doctor of Sciences degree.

In these difficult and in many respects critical times
of transition from an institute to a classical university, the
staff of the educational institution was headed by the
famous higher educational administrator and scientist,
F. F. Boiechko. Vice-rectors at that time were I. I. Kuku-
rudza, M. M. Horbach, O.V.Bilyi, L.V.Zvirkovska,

The staff applied itself in the
implementation of the Bologna Declaration provisions
in the educational process. Special attention was given
to the enhancement of scientific and educational
potential, opening new specialties, creation of new
chairs and departments, increasing the amount of the
number of licensed student vacancies for the Master’s
program.

At that time the University trained specialists at the
academic levels of Bachelor, Specialist and Master in
23 areas and 41 specialties, the new additions to the
list of which were such specialties as Civil Service,
Intellectual Property, Fine and Decorative-Applied Arts,
' Informational Management Systems and
Technologies, Elementary Education. Vice-
rectors at that time were Yu. V. Trius, L. I. Pro-
kopenko, O.P.Savchenko, L.V.Shvydka,
V. D. Artiukh. In 2004, the Sevastopol Branch
of the Bohdan Khmelnytsky National
University of Cherkasy was established. The
first part of the renovated burnt down
academic building was commissioned.

with the public and staff sentiments. The University
management politization caused the teachers and
students to take the pro-government position, which
was in contrast to the then public sentiments.

All of this resulted in the aggravated relations within
the staff. In late 2004 the University found itself in the
centre of the Orange Revolution events in Cherkasy
region. A considerable number of students and
teachers took part in the protesting, hunger strikes
against the falsification of the presidential elections in
Ukraine. The University management was unable to
make an objective assessment of the situation and tried
to oppose the universal will expressed by the people at
large. As aresult, on 2 March 2005 A. I. Kuzminskyi was
suspended from the position of the head of the
educational establishment. The new rector was a
scientist, public activist V. T. Polishchuk, the vice-rectors
were Yu. V. Trius, Yu. M. Teslia, V. V. Masnenko. There
were changes in the management of several depart-
ments as well, particularly, V. M. Moisiienko became the
Dean of the History Department, . I. Pohribnyi became
the Dean of the Ukrainian Philology Department.

The scientific and teaching staff directed their efforts
towards the improvement of education quality, ensu-
ring the education mobility, attractiveness and compe-
titiveness at the labour market, training highly profes-
sional specialists able to use the acquired knowledge
in practice efficiently. A series of inter-
national and all-Ukrainian scientific
conferences took place, the Museum
of Cherkasy Region Literature was crea-
ted, the unique museum of Ukrainian
Rushnyk started functioning, the
network of chairs was improved, new
consultative body, the Professors’ Club,
was established. Special attention was
given to the life and creative activity of
prominent compatriots: Bohdan
Khmelnytsky, Mykhailo Starytsky, Todos
Osmachka, Mykhailo Drai-Khmara.

Within the University today there are 5 modern
dormitories with 2000 beds, the educational hotel-
and-restaurant complex, botanic garden, educational-
research sports and fitness complex “Sokyrno”,
Meridian canteen, 5 cafes.

University conferences are
attended by scientists from Australia, Belarus,
Estonia, Israel, the Netherlands, Germany,
Poland, Russia, the USA, Hungary, France.
Prominent scientists of the University did
research, gave lectures and participated in the
conferences in Azerbaijan, Belgium, Belarus,
Denmark, China, Lithuania, Germany, Poland,
Russia, Romania, Singapore, Hungary, France,
Czech Republic, Sweden. Cooperation with
the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine
and the National Academy of Pedagogy
Sciences of Ukraine is expanded.

The University instructors and post-
graduates actively participate in the work of
scientific schools.

Scientific school of Corresponding Mem-
ber of the National Academy of Pedagogy
Sciences of Ukraine, Professor F. F. Boiechko
was formed in the late 1980’s. The representatives of
the school research the influence of vitamins, micro-
nutrients and their complexes on the metabolic
processes in the body and the immune protection
functions. Over 150 scientific works are published, out
of which more than 20 are textbooks and manuals.

Representatives of the scientific school of Professor
A. M. Husak, created in the early 1990’s, research the
theory and modelling of diffusion and phase transitions
in alloys, and in recent years they took up solid state
reactions and the evolution of morphology in nano-
sized systems. The scientific results of this research are
regularly published in international journals. For the last
several years A. M. Husak has belonged to the 100
most cited Ukrainian scientists.

Scientific school of Professor M. P. Ishchenko is
established in mid-1990’s. For the last twenty years it
has been famous for its research in the areas of the
philosophy of science, philosophy of politics, social
philosophy, the philosophy of human life. The school
ideas are developed in around 250 scientific works.

Scientific school of Corresponding Member of the
National Academy of Pedagogy Sciences, Professor
A. 1. Kuzminskyi is established in the late 1990’s. Its

representatives study the topical issues of the Ukrainian
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school establishment history and the development of
national education, the issues of training the specialists
and educating the youth at higher educational estab-
lishments within the system of Ukrainian education in
the conditions of European integration.
