Summary

Voloshkevych H. A. Military district courts of Ukrain-
ian governorates in the military justice system of the
Russian empire (later half of 19th — early 20th century). -
Article.

The purpose of the article is to analyze the place and
role of military district courts of Ukrainian governorates
in the system of military justice of the Russian Empire,
determining the court composition, procedure for their
formation, and functional purpose.

The methodological basis of the work is the use of
general scientific methods, including the ones used
specially in historical and legal research. Among them,
combination of historical andlogical-theoretical methods
take an important place.

As for special scientific methods, legalistic method
was applied to analyze the legal status of military district
court sinaccordance with applicable legal acts.

The scientific novelty of the study is stipulated by
the fact that the article is a modern scientific study in
which the peculiarities of the creating and functioning of
military district court sat the regional level (Ukrainian
governorates which were apart of the Russian Empire) are
defined and characterized.

The article examines problematic issues of the place
and role of military district courts in the system of
military justice of the Russian Empire in the latter half
of 19% — early 20th centuries. The main reasons for the
military district courts creation as a separate unit in the
military justice system aredefined. The list of members
of the military district courts isexamined, the main
regulatory requirements for candidates to cover the court
vacanciesaredetermined, the level of judges’ trainingto
perform the assignedtasks is analyzed.

The main categories of cases under the military
district courtjurisdiction as well as the peculiarity of the
procedure for hearing cases were determined. It was found
out thatthe accused had much less legal protection in
military district courts compared to general civil courts:
the institute of jurors was virtually absent, and defense
lawyers were dependent on the staterepresentatives and
the military command.
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
