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VISUAL DIMENSIONS OF MEMORY IN THE CULTURAL-TRAUMATIC
DISCOURSE: THE ARTISTIC DIMENSION

The purpose of the study is to reveal the role of art as a medium for transforming traumatic experiences and forming
new models of collective memory and cultural solidarity. The research methodology is based on an interdisciplinary
approach that combines theories of cultural trauma, narrative studies, research on post-memory and media memory,
as well as cultural-anthropological analysis of artistic practices. Particular attention is paid to figurative and symbolic
reconstructions of traumatic experiences in art — from visual texts to art therapy initiatives that contribute to the
Jformation of socio-performative memory. The scientific novelty lies in the theoretical justification of art as a medium for
transforming traumatic experiences and constructing an ecological space of memory, in which trauma appears not as an
object of repetition, but as a resource for meaning-making and cultural solidarity. Conclusions: The study has established
that the culture of memory within the framework of traumatic discourse functions as a communicative and dynamic space
for constructing meanings, identities, and symbolic forms of solidarity. It has been proven that trauma attains cultural
status only through processes of representation, interpretation, and public discussion, and that memory here is not a
static archive, but a living communicative practice, formed through the interaction of memory creators, its users, and
the traditions of representation. The significance of figurative and symbolic forms of collective memory representation in
times of war has been revealed as factors of spiritual healing and harmonization, which provides grounds for interpreting
artistic practices not only as a means of reflecting current events, but also as an active mechanism for the formation of
new collective symbols and identity models. In the era of transmediality, the idea of mediation gains importance and is
embodied in dynamic communicative practices, as image, narrative, and performance in art act as mediators between
individual experience and collective forms of remembrance, enabling the transition from the repetition of traumatic
experiences to their meaning-making reinterpretation in the ecological perspective of memory.
