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SALARY OF PEASANT SELF-GOVERNMENT OFFICERS IN RIGHT-BANK UKRAINE
AT THE END OF THE 19™ — EARLY 20™ CENTURY

Abstract. The purpose of the article is an attempt to deepen and generalize knowledge about the financial support of
peasant self-government workers at the end of the 19th and the beginning of the 20th centuries.

The scientific novelty of the research results lies in the comprehensive study of the issue of financial support for workers
of peasant self-government using materials not previously introduced into scientific circulation. Employees of peasant
administrations received wages that not equal to their workload. For example, a peasant scribe received a lower salary than
his colleague in any other state institution. And despite the low salary, the scribe in the peasant administration performed the
function of clerk and accountant. It is obvious that the workers of the peasant administrative apparatus demanded a higher
salary. However, rural communities did not want to increase their expenditure on administration financing. It is obvious that the
workers of the peasant administration demanded a higher salary. For a long time, this issue was the subject of disputes between
the leadership of the villagers and the community, sometimes disputes turned into conflicts. However, later the employees of
the parish office realized that they are part of the state administration and therefore the state should pay them for their work.

Methodology. A historical-comparative method was used in the study of the problem of financial support for employees of
peasant self-government. In particular, comparing the income of office workers of state institutions with the wages of employees
of peasant self-government, it was established that with the same workload, employees of peasant administrations received less
annual maintenance. Using the historical-systemic method, it was possible to find out why some peasant communities with a
smaller population and villages could allocate more funds for the maintenance of peasant self-government than other peasant
communities with a larger number of inhabitants.

Author’s conclusions. Among the employees of the peasant administrations, the scribe received the highest salary, the
same as the scribe or even less was paid to the head of the administration, tax collectors, village elders, judges could receive
money for their work, or serve free of charge, as a natural duty. The amount of payments was set by the village community
during the meeting. Considering the low solvency of the peasants, they could not pay the proper maintenance for the workers
of the peasant self-government. Although the employees of the peasant administrations were not passive and appealed to the
provincial leadership with a request to transfer them to state support, the status of all employees of the peasant self-government
remained unchanged, and their earnings continued to depend on the decisions of the peasant assembly.

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DANGEROUS HYDROLOGICAL PHENOMENA IN THE MIDDLE DNIPRO BASIN AND
THEIR IMPACT ON THE LIFEHOOD OF THE PEASANRY OF THE 19™ CENTURY

Abstract. The purpose is a substantiation of the role of natural disasters, in particular extreme hydrological phenomena,
as a significant historical actor that permanently influenced the life of an agrarian society. The model of relations between the
peasantry and the environment was studied on the example of the Middle Dnipro region in the 19th century.

The scientific novelty of the research. Based on archival sources, statistical data, reports in the press, as well as
the work of previous researchers, an attempt was made to compile the most complete register of dangerous hydrological
phenomena that occurred in the middle course of the Dnipro and its tributaries during the 19" century.

Conclusion. In the pre-industrial society, extraordinary hydrological phenomena - flood, flood and drought — along with
other natural disasters, were a serious natural «challenge» that required adequate social «responses» (in the Toynbian sense).
In relatively prosperous years (periods of «euphorias), society reacts less sensitively to natural disasters. On the other hand,
the repetition of cataclysms for several years in a row acquired a cumulative effect.

Based on the compiled register of dangerous hydrological phenomena, we can state that during the 19" century. every
third year in the middle course of the Dnipro and its tributaries was marked by a devastating flood, flooding or drought. In the
event of the occurrence of dangerous hydrological phenomena, the rural population of the region became the most vulnerable
layer, since a large-scale cataclysm had catastrophic consequences for the farmer, could paralyze the life of a separate peasant
yard, community, volost or even a county for a long time, and in some cases - put the peasant on the limit of survival.

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AGRARIAN REFORM OF 1906-1913:
SOCIAL REFLECTIONS OF THE UKRAINIAN PEASANTRY

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to study various forms of social reflection of the Ukrainian peasantry on the
implementation of the agrarian reform of 1906-1913 in the regional dimension and in everyday practice.

Scientific novelty of the study lies in the analysis of the course and features of the implementation of the agrarian reform
1906-1913 in the form of social reflections of the Ukrainian peasantry as an effective subject of change in the reform of land
relations.

Conclusions. The sustained interest of scholars in agrarian discourse, especially in the context of landmark events,
reforms, and personalities, can be traced both at the scientific-theoretical and at the cognitive levels. The critical rethinking
of the content, course, regional features, and consequences of the agrarian reform of 1906-1913, initiated by Ukrainian
scholars using new methodological tools, continues. Through a combination of modern methods, principles, approaches, and
the processing of previously unpublished archival sources, they study in more detail, in addition to the traditional ones, new
dimensions of the reform — national, regional, migration, legal, and socio-psychological.

The powerful scientific heritage of studies on P. Stolypin’s agrarian reform, which differ in their chronology and ideological
paradigm, seems insufficiently complete in terms of social reflection. This refers to the «visibility» of the peasant himself as a
subject of agrarian transformations, who actively and consciously participates in the implementation of the planned measures,
represents his own vision of rural problems and proposes ways to solve them, expresses his own and other people’s emotions,
criticizes central and local authorities, etc.

The social reflection of the Ukrainian peasantry during the implementation of the agrarian reform 1906-1913 demonstrated
that the rural environment and its inhabitants were completely immersed in the new socio-economic realities, expecting the
desired results. Although the heterogeneity of such expectations was evident: the conservative and traditionalist camp of the
peasantry hoped for the collapse of the project and the preservation of the rural community, some entrepreneurial and wealthy
farmers saw their future prospects as optimistic, the majority hoped for the foresight and wisdom of the government, which
«knows what it is doing». Despite the conventionality of this separation, the government’s new agricultural policy caused
discontent among each of them. The forms of protest ranged from spontaneous (mutual claims, complaints, denunciations,
property damage) to organized (arson, lawsuits, blocking the work of land management commissions).

The agrarian reform of 1906-1913, like any other, revealed its strengths and weaknesses, which are analyzed in a number
of scholarly works. However, the experience of preparing and implementing the reform, the subjectivization of the peasantry
as the main participant, and the instructive lessons of past agrarian transformations for future reforms deservedly attract the
attention of contemporary researchers.

Formulation of the issue. From time to market, etc.), at the same time contributed to

time, a retrospective approach to earlier reforms
allows us not only to return to the origins of
their conception and authors, to trace the course
of implementation and consequences, but also
to reconsider the experience gained in order
to obtain useful practices and avoid mistakes.
The incompleteness of previous agrarian trans-
formations is an important prerequisite for the
next ones, which are designed to solve existing
problems and address new ones dictated by po-
litical challenges, economic factors, and social
demands.

Reforming land issues as an important com-
ponent of any agrarian transformation cannot
be viewed in isolation from the interests of the
main actor - the peasant, who can be a farmer,
an owner, and a rebel at the same time. After all,
who else but he or she is capable of valuing free-
dom, loving the land, and fighting for the truth
so desperately?

The agrarian reform of 1906-1913, so called
the “Stolypin reform” in historiography, aimed
at solving purely peasant problems (changes in
land use, destruction of the rural community, en-
couragement of resettlement, creation of a land

the subjectification of the peasant as an active
participant in social processes, capable of social
reflection in everyday life.

Analysis of recent research and publi-
cations. The historiography of the problem of
agrarian transformations of 1906-1913 is quite
thorough, and scholars of different historical
periods, scientific views, and directions have
studied it. However, firstly, there is a problem of
rethinking the existing scientific work due to its
bias, and secondly, the study of manifestations
and forms of social reflection of certain catego-
ries of the population on socially significant re-
forms, projects, and decisions that affect them
directly remains out of the focus of scholars. In
the works of contemporary researchers of agrar-
ian transformations of the early twentieth cen-
tury, special attention was paid to the attitude of
the Ukrainian peasantry to the agrarian reform
of 1900-1913 and the identification of social at-
titudes in the peasantry®. The authors of a signif-
icant number of scientific works devoted to the
reform studied various forms of protest activity
of the Ukrainian peasantry in their regional di-
mension?. It should be emphasized that reputa-

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ble authors mostly publish their research papers
in the collection of scientific works “Ukrainian
Peasant”, which indicates the high appreciation
of the professional scientific publication and
encourages young researchers to participate in
peasant studies.

The purpose of the research is to identify
various forms of social reflection of the Ukrai-
nian peasantry on the course of the agrarian re-
form of 1906-1913 in the regional dimension
and in everyday practice.

Presenting the main material. The inter-
pretation of history through the prism of agrari-
anism as a peasant-centered phenomenon has
traditionally attracted the attention of the scien-
tific community for the reason that the Ukraini-
an peasantry is the central figure of social trans-
formations, as a carrier of national identity and
state-building synergy. The creator of Ukrai-
nian statehood, M. Hrushevsky, also perceived
Ukrainians from the perspective of peasant-cen-
trism. In his programmatic work “The Founda-
tions of Great Ukraine,” he emphasized: “The
main foundation of this Great Ukraine will be
the peasantry for a long time, if not always, and
it will have to be built on it. For many years of
our pre-dawn existence, we kept repeating that
the future, the Ukrainian revival, and the future
of Ukraine in general lies in the peasantry and
only in the peasantry. Throughout the entire 19th
century, Ukrainians and the peasantry became
synonymous. Since all other strata had betrayed
their nationality, all the material for national
construction has been drawn from it, and it has
pinned its hopes on it...”3.

The original desire of the Ukrainian peas-
antry to live and work on their own land, the de-
sire to be independent of anyone’s interference
in the sphere of individual economic activity,
and the intention to gain the desired economic
freedom had a positive impact on the dynamics
of the implementation of reform measures pro-
posed by the tsarist government represented by
P. Stolypin.

According to the Decree “On Supplement-
ing Certain Provisions of the Current Law Con-
cerning Peasant Land Tenure and Land Use” of
November 9, 1906, three main components of

the reform were to be implemented: 1) separa-
tion of peasants from the community and as-
signment of land to them as private property; 2)
creation of farms and cuttings; 3) resettlement
policy. The tools for implementing the project
are the Peasant Bank, the cooperative move-
ment, farming, market relations, etc.

Substantiating the reasons for the agrarian
reform of 1906-1913, O. Reyent points out that
“agrarian unrest during the revolution of 1905-
1907 caused the local nobility to be concerned
and even fearful for the future of land owner-
ship,” as stated during the congress of the All-
Russian Union of Landowners on February
12-16, 1906. Measures aimed at solving this
problem “will make it possible to immediately
reassure the people, since every peasant will feel
that he has acquired property and land owner-
ship, which he can turn into money and build his
well-being on it™4. Therefore, the appearance of
the decree of November 9, 1906, on the with-
drawal of peasants from the community and the
procedure for assigning land to them as private
property was not accidental, as it was caused by
a public demand addressed to the authorities on
behalf of landowners who feared losing their
property as a result of peasant protests and the
peasantry seeking “land and freedom.”

The peasantry’s intrinsic motivation to be
able to manage their own land and their natural
willingness to move toward the dreamy pros-
pects presented by the reformers on behalf of the
government were translated into new socio-po-
litical realities - the rapprochement between the
peasantry and the government. The atmosphere
of trust was strengthened by strong information
support from pro-government periodicals and
government-funded “independent” newspapers,
which filled their materials with agrarian topics.
Their content covered various spheres of peas-
ant life, ranging from everyday problems and
how to solve them with government support,
to agricultural legislation and its easy-to-under-
stand interpretation, to peasant sentiment about
the implementation of reform initiatives.

The government’s demonstration of com-
mitment and openness to a constructive dialog
with the peasantry worked flawlessly. After all,

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those who had always been used, hardly noticed,
and openly neglected, at some point felt their de-
mand and even importance. The opinion of O.
Korotkova, who identified an important com-
ponent of the reform, is correct: to rebuild the
social consciousness of the peasant, to deprive
him of his former status and legal isolation, and
to include him in active social life®. The feeling
that they are not, as before, objects of commodi-
ty-money and production relations, but the main
subjects of changes and processes, was strongly
and optimistically responded to. Time will tell
whether their expectations will become reality.

German publicist P. Rohrbach, assessing the
importance of Stolypin’s agrarian reform for the
imperial government and the peasantry, pointed
out that the peasantry learned (or was taught -
author) to identify their own interests with the
state’s. “Before the reform, the peasants treat-
ed the state as an extortionist, giving taxes and
recruits to the government without expecting
anything good in return. Now the state granted
property rights and acted as a guarantor of its
preservation, and the peasants had a very strong
motive to support it. Thus, in the person of the
peasant, Russian “pan-Slavism” received a pow-
erful support and could now resort to the imple-
mentation of its aggressive plans,” P. Rohrbach
concludes, calling the reform a turning point in
world history?.

A similar opinion was expressed by O. Rey-
ent, noting that the main idea of the agrarian re-
form of 1906-1913 was the attempt of the ruling
elite of the empire to create a layer of “strong
and powerful” landowners between landlords
and peasants in the person of farmers and cut-
tings, who would become “a stronghold of the
monarchist regime in the countryside™. There-
fore, a circular sent by the Ministry of the Inte-
rior to the governors in 1908 allowed for forced
redistributions to be carried out on a regular ba-
sis, even though each such redistribution meant
the transfer of all peasant strips. The Ministry
explicitly emphasized that “the implementation
of compulsory allotments... will undoubtedly
make the latter more compliant™.

Opponents of the reform, led by representa-
tives of various political currents, especially the
Black Hundreds, launched a powerful counter-

reform activity, agitating the peasantry to op-
pose the government’s innovations. Evidence
obtained by the Police Department points to nu-
merous facts of the distribution of propaganda
materials (leaflets, brochures, books) among the
rural population by young people who had trav-
eled to a particular area in various ways (on foot,
on horseback, passing by, by train). Given the
information vacuum of the time, such printed
materials were in great demand among villagers
and were distributed on the principle of “read
it and pass it on. Public reading of the content
of the materials with their subsequent discussion
was also practiced. Police prosecutions of pro-
pagandists proved ineffective, as the mobility
of young people made it difficult to track them.
Therefore, the Police Department issued an or-
der to detain persons involved in the distribution
of prohibited literature®.

In contemporary scholarly works, it is often
argued that Ukraine at that time was the region
where the implementation of the government’s
agrarian initiatives met with the least resistance
from the peasantry. The loyal attitude of the
Ukrainian peasantry to Stolypin’s decree is ex-
plained, in their opinion, by the fact that the ter-
ritory of the Ukrainian provinces was dominated
by household land tenure, in contrast to the per-
manent redistribution of land characteristic of
the Russian community. Therefore, government
initiatives were rather perceived as a chance to
legitimize land ownership of a particular plot,
and in its absence, to obtain it elsewhere.

If there was resistance from the peasantry,
it was caused by other factors. In particular,
O. Melnyk, a researcher of the impact of the
reform on the situation of peasants of the Left
Bank, believes that the main object of opposi-
tion was not Stolypin’s legislation itself, but
“the lack of land for a significant number of
direct producers in the presence of aristocratic
land tenure of the nobility”°.

The researcher of the mentality of the Ukrai-
nian peasantry, Y. Prysiazhniuk, disagrees with
such considerations of the author and her asso-
ciates, who believes that the desire for farming
was based on “archetypal properties” that were
built on traditionalist approaches without un-
derstanding the nature of market relations. The

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Ukrainian peasantry, according to the author,
simply did not have enough time to innovate and
perceive the private form of ownership™'.

It should be also emphasized that an impor-
tant component of the agrarian reform was to
solve, in addition to the priority socio-economic
task, an even more important socio-political one
- the final destruction of the peasant community
where it was weak. Therefore, the undisguised
resistance to P. Stolypin’s reformist course on
the part of a significant part of the nobility and
even the peasants themselves, members of the
community, could have taken on unexpected
forms and threatening proportions. After all, in
the post-reform period (after the peasant reform
of 1861), the political system proved to be ex-
tremely unstable and sensitive to challenges,
while long-term political stability and social
favor were necessary for the implementation of
Stolypin’s reform. According to O. Pavlov, this
posed a double danger for landlords: first, they
risked losing control over the system of func-
tioning of landlord farms due to its provision
with a peasant component (work, rent, hired la-
bor, rural servitudes, mutual responsibility, etc.),
and, second, they had competitors in the form of
peasant owners and village societies®.

Proving that servitudes have become a real
source of hostility between landlords and peas-
ants, O. Reyent®® gave several specific examples.
For many generations, on the basis of easement
law, the residents of the village of Kachaly in
the Borodyansky subregion of the Kyiv region
had been litigating with the administration of
Count Shembek. However, even after losing
the case, the peasants continued to graze their
cattle and “resisted the forest guard of the Boro-
dyanska economy”*4, Another case that occurred
on January 30, 1913, in the village of Bakaly,
Yezeryansk district, Vasylkiv subregion, Kyiv
region, was quite typical. During the division
of the grazing land, which was jointly used by
Countess Branitsk and the peasants, the latter
“behaved extremely defiantly toward a member
of the land surveying commission.” In the end,
the peasants refused to divide the grazing land,

stating that “they did not need any land manage-
ment, and the land should go to them™?®.

The land management commissions ap-
pointed by the government to carry out the land
distribution procedure had to fulfill the main
technical task: to completely demarcate the al-
lotment land. The regulatory basis for their
activities was the Law “On Amendments and
Supplements to Certain Resolutions on Peasant
Land Tenure” of June 14, 1910, which provided
for general internal redistribution of land plots,
and enshrined the automatic transfer of all ru-
ral communities (regardless of their desire - au-
thor) formed before 1887 and the Law on Land
Management, adopted on May 29, 1911, which
regulated in detail the procedure for land man-
agement and was supposed to help overcome the
gridlock and divide land into small plots whose
owners refused to agree to its division. The re-
sponse to their resistance was to increase admin-
istrative pressure on peasants by representatives
of land surveying commissions. A special cir-
cular obliged provincial officials to personally
travel to the counties and “influence” the peas-
antste.

The land surveying commission of the
Cherkasy district of the Kyiv province, like
other similar commissions, began active work
on drafting projects for the development of land
plots, their delimitation, and control over the
process of transition to farming and cutting. The
commission’s reports noted that not all peasant
citizens were in favor of the innovations: there
was no need to convince younger and more edu-
cated peasants, but representatives of the older
generation were determined not to disrupt the
usual way of life inherited from their parents
and grandparents'’.

The scale and dynamics of land survey-
ing, especially in the Ukrainian provinces, in-
creased social tensions in the countryside. Its
growth was primarily determined by who and
how well they managed to navigate the new
situation: some managed to improve their finan-
cial situation, while others lost even what they
had. For example, the following data shows the
property differentiation among the peasantry of

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Poltava province: the gross income of farms that
owned land of up to one acre was 239.50 rubles,
and those that owned 25-50 acres of land were
2315.87 rubles. As of 1910, 95 families did not
have their own housing, so they were forced to
rent it from kulaks and earned their living by
working as laborers. One third of the peasants
did not have their own cattle, and half had to
work the land with cows®.

The violation of the principle of equality
in the allocation of land to peasants was clearly
one of the factors behind the peasant protests.
The abuse of power and manipulative behav-
ior of the commissioners were provoked by the
“generosity” of wealthy peasants who wanted
to get more productive and compactly located
land. Poorer villagers, desperate for an adequate
response from local authorities and regulatory
bodies to violations, resorted to various forms
of spontaneous protests (mostly arson of farm
buildings, households of wealthy villagers,
straw and hay bales). In addition, the forms of
protest included damage to crops, obstruction
of land surveying, beatings, and sometimes
even murder of “farmers”?®. The disdainful and
prejudiced attitude of members of the peasant
community toward the farmers and cut-offs was
manifested even in the boycott of their presence
in self-government bodies and village societies.

The peasantry’s dissatisfaction with the re-
form, in particular with the introduction of dif-
ferentiation between the “strong and wealthy”
and the “poor and drunk,” escalated into attacks
“by the whole world” on the surveyors and
their associates. For example, in the village of
Tsarekonstantinivka, Ekaterinoslav province,
peasants gathered to the east and threatened the
“farmers.” The dissatisfied land surveyors were
forbidden to carry out land surveying work. The
governor had to come personally to restore or-
der. The “order” was restored by dismissing the
starosta and foreman and imprisoning the 20
most active rebels for 1 to 3 months?.

Despite peasant resistance to the reform,
land surveying work continued under security
measures. The Chernihiv governor wrote in a
secret memo to the Minister of the Interior on
May 11, 1910, that each bailiff should organize

“a small detachment of cavalry that could ap-
pear as a military and political demonstration if
necessary.” Such a practice had a preventive and
calming effect on the behavior of the dissatis-
fied?!.

Peasant resistance continued even when a
third party appeared - representatives of the cen-
tral government represented by the police. Us-
ing available means (labor tools, stones, sticks
- author’s note), the peasants engaged in open
confrontation with armed police officers. Such
clashes resulted in arrests, injuries and Killings
of participants. Certain events that occurred in
1914, for example, in the village of Ledianyky,
Iziaslav district??, and in the village of Vradi-
yevtsi, Ananiev province, Kherson region?, are
direct evidence of such clashes. The villagers’
obstruction of land surveying ended in an open
armed confrontation with numerous victims.

There are regional differences in the readi-
ness and openness of the peasantry to new re-
alities. In particular, the peasants of the western
region were more willing to show readiness for
hamletization, as they could observe similar
processes on the example of Polish and Austro-
Hungarian manor individual farms, which were
not subject to strict orders and community rela-
tions. The peasantry of the southeastern regions
reacted even more painlessly to the need to re-
vert (demarcate) land with its subsequent divi-
sion into farms and parcels, as the original desire
to become its full owner mobilized several thou-
sand rural communities for a common cause.

A certain part of the peasantry of the Ukrai-
nian provinces categorically refused to move to
farms and receive cuts. For example, in 1910, the
Poltava Provincial Land Management Commis-
sion received a complaint about the second Biy-
ivska village community of the Kapustyn par-
ish of the Hadiach district, where “as a result of
underground propaganda” a large unrest against
land management began?*. The example of some
prompted the actions of others. In particular, the
villagers of the Kapustyn village community,
participants in a village meeting, told the land
surveyors: “We don’t want any land plots, you
want to ruin us, get out!”?.
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According to S. Kornovenko and O. Hera-
symenko, disrupting village meetings where the
content of decrees and laws on agrarian reform
was explained was one of the most popular
methods of fighting those who wanted to support
the introduction of agrarian reform. “By disrupt-
ing village meetings, peasants tried to prevent
the implementation of agrarian reforms in the
countryside. They resorted to various means of
protest, the reason for which was the fear of los-
ing the best land and their belief that the exo-
dus of some peasants to farms would worsen the
already difficult land situation of the rest,” the
authors argue®.

The reaction of the peasantry to the orga-
nizational actions of the authorities to imple-
ment the reform was also affected by the failure
to meet the deadlines. In particular, there were
numerous instances of bureaucratic red tape in
the preparation of the necessary documentation.
For example, in 1911, members of the Kotelev-
ka village community in the Akhtyrka district
of the Kharkiv province (2621 people) applied
to the Kharkiv Land Survey Commission with
a request to ream out the land for logging. After
a three-year process of land demarcation, they
were informed that they should expect docu-
mentary confirmation of their rights no earlier
than April 19177,

Peasant protests against reform measures
can also be traced on the example of the Uman
district of the Kyiv province, factually reflected
in the publication of H. Khraban? and analyzed
in detail by V. Sokyrska®.

In one of them, H. Khraban proved that
most peasants, especially the poor, immediately
felt significant risks in Stolypin’s law, especially
when it came to the lands left for the cleanup.
Their elimination deprived poor peasants of the
opportunity to keep cattle, as there was no room
for grazing on their own piece of land. While
studying the social attitudes of the peasantry
toward the reform, the author pointed out certain
nuances. In particular, when the land of a poor
or middle-class person was scattered in several
places, it was difficult to cultivate, but at the
same time it was possible to reduce the effects

of natural disasters (crop failure, drought, flood,
lightning fire, etc.). When the land was supposed
to be located in one place, the cutoff could fall on
a “bad” place, and the crops would immediately
die in the event of a disaster. The peasants would
have to flee the village forever, giving the land
to the village rich for nothing. Therefore, in his
opinion, the majority of peasants opposed the
farm system of land allocation®.

Fully defending the position of collective
land ownership and property equality in the
countryside, Hraban rightly condemned the
reform in that part of it that dealt with the
intentions of dozens of wealthy peasants who,
if they wanted to go to the farms, received the
best land. This harmed hundreds of other farms
that did not want either farms or land plots”,
V. Sokyrska said®.

Supporters of communal land use from
the village of Babanky even decided to file a
complaint with the tsar, asking him to intercede
“for those who were offended and destroyed by
the Uman Land Management Commission.”
The peasants claimed that the commission had
sent a surveyor to “allocate 250 owners of cut-
off plots, giving them the best land on which to
sow winter and spring crops, while leaving us,
335 community owners, with land with ponds,
which will cause us losses due to the burning
of bread and unfair cutting.” Therefore, on
behalf of the community, the commissioners
asked the tsar to “stop the illegal activities of the
commission”®2. They never received a response.
Without waiting for the land division plan to
be implemented, radical peasants went door-
to-door and convinced their fellow villagers
not to agree to exchange their fields with those
who wanted to enter the farm, but to sow winter
crops immediately after the harvest. The village
was divided into two hostile camps: one was
occupied by the community’s opponents, the
wealthy peasants, and the other by the middle
class and the poor. The hostility was often
accompanied by fights with police calls and
calls from the rebellious to a mediator. After
the activists were arrested with the participation
of the police, the farms were cut up®. Similar
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battles took place in the village of Sobkivka
in the same county. On the night of September
9, 1909, when the village fell asleep, someone
set fire to a fellow villager’s house, where the
surveyors lived, with the intention of destroying
the land management plans. Having failed to
find the culprit, several villagers who actively
opposed land surveying were exiled from the
village for 2 years to Moldova®.

O. Herasymchuk believes that the main
reason for the dissatisfaction of the peasantry
of Chernihiv province with Stolypin’s land
management was its focus on the interests of the
wealthy peasantry. The distribution of land and
the allocation of peasants to farms and cuttings
often took place forcibly, without taking into
account the wishes and needs of the peasants.
In his opinion, the most typical forms of social
activity and protest moods in the countryside
were the following: refusal of village assemblies
to grant permits for allotments, complaints
to higher authorities against land surveyors
and local authorities, and obstruction of land
surveying. Protest actions caused by the obvious
property  differentiation among villagers
included arson, pogroms, unauthorized seizure
of land, and damage to the property of farmers.
The most common form of protest was arson (51
out of 58 recorded cases). Although the protests
of the Chernihiv peasantry did not become
widespread, they forced the authorities to take
appropriate measures to curb peasant activity®.

In general, according to the calculations
of F. Los and O. Mykhailiuk, in 1907-1914,
Kharkiv province ranked first among the
rebellious provinces in terms of the number of
peasant uprisings on the Left Bank of Ukraine
(185 recorded cases), Poltava province ranked
second (106 cases), and Chernihiv province
ranked third (67 cases)®. Thus, the government’s
expectation of an active transition of Ukrainian
peasants to individual farming was not entirely
justified. Resistance to the innovations was
expressed in both legal and illegal forms: from
official appeals to outright resistance.

At the same time, O. Korotkova traced
the onset of positive changes in the behavior,
habits, and interests of a significant part of the
peasantry that moved to the farms: increased

social activity and self-confidence, increased
interest in acquiring new agronomic knowledge
and technologies, a decrease in the craving for
alcohol and the need for noisy company?.

Contemporary researchers of agrarian
history (I. Romaniuk, O. Rud, Y. Prysiazhniuk,
O. Herasymchuk), assessing the agrarian reform
of 1906-1913, emphasize the ambiguity of its
results in the regional context. For example,
in the Podillia province, almost all peasants
(99.6%) were yard workers. Therefore, the
interest in the reform was expected and steady.
In Chernihiv province, on the other hand, 53.6%
of peasant land ownership was communal, so
peasant expectations of the positive effects of
the reform appear to be more modest, and the
main irritant of peasant discontent is the factor of
social differentiation. The peasantry of Poltava
province was mostly smallholders (59.7%), so
the hope of getting land in private ownership
due to the created preconditions was nurtured
primarily by those with purchasing power.

The main problem for Ukrainian peasants
during Stolypin’s agrarian reform, which turned
out to be common to all regions, was agrarian
overpopulation and small landholdings. After
all, most peasants had little or no land, and the
bulk of the land stock was owned by latifundists.
Therefore, in the new economic realities, there
were several options for peasants to behave
optimally: 1) to buy land on credit through the
Peasant Land Bank; 2) to take advantage of the
government’s resettlement program to sparsely
populated but vast areas of Siberia, the North
Caucasus, and Central Asia; 3) to sell a small
plot of land and move to a city.

R. Bakal’s opinion is correct, as he believes
that the allocation of land to private ownership
with the right to carry out civil law transactions
was a significant factor in the migration of the
rural population to the city, which contributed
to the deepening of proletarianization and
urbanization®.

At the same time, the reformed peasant
farms were reoriented to a more intensive path
of development through the use of agricultural
machinery and mechanisms and more advanced
tillage technologies, and the Ukrainian peasantry,
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in turn, was drawn into the market system of
commodity-money relations.

An integral part of the agrarian reform
of 1906-1913 was the mass resettlement of
peasants from the central regions of the empire
to Siberia, Central Asia, and the Far East,
organized by the government. In March 1906,
the tsarist government issued an instruction “On
the Procedure for the Application of the Law of
June 6, 1904,” which provided a mechanism for
implementing the resettlement policy and made
it possible to use a loan program and benefits to
improve the living conditions of the migrants in
their new homes.

The resettlement movement reached its
peak in 1907-1909. Overall, during the reform,
one-third of the 3 million migrants were peasants
from the Ukrainian provinces. As of 2014, the
diasporas of Ukrainian migrants they created in
Siberia (the “Gray Wedge”) and the Far East (the
“Green Wedge”) numbered 2 million people®.
M. Yakymenko’s analysis of the resettlement
policy during the period of P. Stolypin’s agrarian
reform shows that the events of the 1905-1907
revolution influenced the intensification of the
resettlement policy. In his opinion, the landless
or small-landed peasantry, having resorted to
pogroms of landowners’ estates, tried to regain
the lands seized by the nobility*.

Migrants from the Ukrainian provinces were
also active during the revolutionary movement
of 1905-1907 in the Far East, protesting against
the violation of their civil rights, criticizing
land surveyors for their bias against them and
bureaucratic red tape, and demanding the
creation of local governments. They are actively
involved in anti-government protests organized
by the military. Most of the Ukrainian rebels
were sentenced to death for their participation
in the uprising in Vladyvostok (1907), which
ended in the massacre of its participants.

Therefore, the internal political situation
in the countryside required decisive action to
“evict the politically dangerous part of the rural
poor to the outskirts of the empire,” to which the
nobility was actively involved through a network
of zemstvo institutions. Groups of “walkers”
from Poltava, Chernihiv, Kharkiv, and Kherson
zemstvos, supported by them organizationally

and financially, were sent to inspect vacant
state lands*. That is, M. Yakymenko’s logic
suggests that not only government officials but
also the landed aristocracy, who recognized
the resettlement of peasants as “a priority from
the state point of view,” were interested in
implementing and intensifying the resettlement
policy. Therefore, the resettlement program in
such circumstances became large-scale.

According to the researcher, during 1908-
1909, about 7,000 walkers were sent from the
Kyivprovincealonetovariousresettlementareas.
Their impressions of such “reconnaissance”
were not optimistic: the offered lands had poor
soil quality, climatic conditions were quite
harsh, there were no water bodies, swampiness,
remoteness of future settlements, and difficult
logistics. These circumstances did not meet the
expectations and ideal hopes that villagers had
imagined from letters from fellow villagers and
relatives®.

The social guarantees promised by the
government to the IDPs turned out to be scanty,
as no one received free meals for “legal”
residents at the stations or guaranteed milk for
their children. Moreover, to purchase a ticket
to the desired destination, one had to overpay
a considerable amount of money. Therefore, it
is not surprising that at the stations where the
resettlement trains were formed, “a real hell was
happening - screaming, noise, crying of children
and mothers who lost each other, running,
fussing, - unbelievable...”,

The extremely difficult and lengthy journey
to their destination drove the immigrants to
complete impoverishment, and so a common
sight in cities on the way to the Far East was
the appearance of a large number of people
with knots in their backs, asking for help
wherever they could. Between 1906 and 1917,
tens of thousands of people died of disease and
starvation on the way to their future homes (with
a predominance of child mortality - author).
People were virtually abandoned to their fate.
Therefore, those who had the means returned
back, while for the rest it was a “one-way ticket”.

Among those immigrants who were
unable to adapt and for whom the road to their
homeland was closed, there were those who
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emigrated abroad (the United States, Canada,
and Australia). For example, in 1907, about 200
people emigrated from the Far East*. Therefore,
return migration to the previous place of
residence or emigration outside the empire
should be considered a form of protest activity
of the Ukrainian peasantry against the poorly
organized resettlement program.

V. Bocharov studied the implementation
of the government’s resettlement policy on
the example of the Kharkiv province. The
author also believes that the revolution of
1905 dramatically changed the government’s
attitude to resettlement policy, and, refusing to
create obstacles to the resettlement movement,
it turned to the tactics of its acceleration®. The
scholar refuted the ideological cliches of Soviet
researchers about the coercive nature of the
resettlement policy, citing convincing factual
data: during 1906-1914, more than 97 thousand
people moved from the province to the eastern
regions, which was 8.6% of the total number
of migrants from Ukraine. However, only
40.6% of them received passage certificates
that guaranteed the legality of resettlement and
certain social benefits®.

IDPs (internally displaced people) who
arrived at their final destination complained
about high travel and transportation costs and
low earnings. As an example, one peasant from
Kharkiv province complained: “I earned 350
rubles from the sale of my house, land, etc. It
was cheap to travel on the cast-iron railroad; but
when I arrived in Omsk, | had to take a steamer
down the river, and then it was a disaster. | was
not accepted with a large property, although 1
waited in line for three weeks, and | had to travel
700 miles on horseback. And when I arrived, |
bought a hut and a couple of horses, and | had
only 80 rubles left. There is no work here’.

Therefore, most of those who consciously
decided to move (mostly middle-income
peasants and migrant workers) relied primarily
on their own strength, as they had a personal
interest in settling in a new place as soon as
possible (this could vary either due to difficulties
in establishing a household or due to the problem
of adapting to unusual climatic conditions) and
starting a business.

Moving a large number of people over long
distances proved to be an extremely difficult
problem. Due to the excessive load on the
railways, they required both routine and major
repairs, the pace of replenishing the shortage of
train rolling stock was extremely low, and the
passenger traffic was so large that it was quite
problematic to manage. In order to improve the
situation with passenger transportation, in 1908
a plan for fixed-term rail transportation was first
tested: the first stage included immigrants to
remote areas (except for Amur), those wishing
to get to the Amur region were enrolled in the
second stage (only half of the immigrants could
use it). For the Poltava province, for example, the
following resettlement queues were established:
1t - those who received land in the Primorsky,
Abaikal, Irkutsk, and Trans-Ural districts; 2" - in
the Akmola district; 3 - in the Tomsk (on state
lands) and Yenisei districts; 4™ - in the Tomsk
(on cabinet lands); 5™ - in the Tobolsk district*.

Land chiefs (*Zemstvo’), who were supposed
to prepare supporting documents for issuance in
order to relieve the rush among those wishing to
relocate, deliberately slowed down this process.
Forexample, agroup of residents of the village of
Maksymivka in the Lubny district of the Poltava
province wrote in a complaint to the Minister of
Agriculture B. Ivanitsky on 07.04.1910 that two
years had passed since they had asked the local
authorities to issue documents for resettlement
to the Barnaul district of the Tambov province.
“What are we going to do,” the villagers asked,
“because our family is hungry at home and
waiting for bread!”.

At the same time, constant reports from
migrants about problems with the quantity and
quality of the allocated land, poor organization
of resettlement, difficult conditions of adaptation
and living, and limited government assistance
led to a decline in resettlement activity. In
1911, this trend became apparent. According to
S. Kornovenko and O. Herasymenko, this was
due to several factors: first, the land management
authorities did not have time to allocate the
required amount of land, second, the imaginary
euphoria of rapid enrichment had passed, and
third, there was a crop failure caused by climatic
factors.
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Thus, the resettlement campaign as an
element of the agrarian reform of 1906-1913
was aimed at solving the political (development
of the free territories of the empire), economic
(alleviation of the problem of small land),
social (prevention of social confrontation in the
countryside) and, most importantly, national
(destruction of signs of Ukrainian identity) tasks
of the imperial government. It is no coincidence
that P. Stolypin, as a champion of the idea of a
“powerful and unlimited” Russian autocracy, in
one of his speeches in the State Duma (1911)
stated: “The historical task of Russian statehood
is to fight the movement, nowadays called the
Ukrainian movement, which contains the idea
of reviving the old Ukraine and organizing
the Little Russian Ukraine on an autonomous
national-territorial basis”.

Conclusions. The “divorce” from the
communal form of land use and the community
as a social environment was less painful for
the mentality of the Ukrainian peasantry than
for the Russian peasant who could not imagine
his life without them. At the same time, the
motivation of certain groups of peasants to leave
the community was different, as some wanted to
become independent farmers, others wanted to
avoid splitting up the land during its distribution,
and some, on the contrary, after purchasing land,

planned to sell it profitably and move to the city.
That is why the peasantry can be divided into
two categories: the first is peasants who, having
acquired land in one way or another, moved
towards creating strong households, and the
second is peasants who, having received land
and the corresponding rights to it, entered into
commodity-money relations.

The implementation of the agrarian reform
of 1096-1913 demonstrates its own forms and
methods of social reflection - from mass (riots,
blocking the work of land surveying commis-
sions, village assemblies) to individual (arson,
crop burning, unauthorized deforestation, plow-
ing of land, beating land surveyors, resistance to
the police), etc. Conflicts between former mem-
bers of the community have escalated due to the
formation of peasants with different property
and social status. The objects of peasant anger
are no longer landlords, but peasants who have
been cut off or have gone to the farm. The revo-
lution of social consciousness did take place, as
community stereotypes could not resist the new
agrarian ideology.
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TAX LEGISTLATION ON DOGS AND REGISTRATION AND TAX DOG TOKENS IN
THE USSR (1922-1937 YEARS)

Abstract. The purpose. Coverage based on discovered sources of the tax policy of the USSR in the 20s and 30s of the
20th century regarding dog owners, terms and amounts of payment, public reaction to innovations. Samples of tax registration
tokens of this period are randomly analyzed (form, content, language, etc.). On the basis of this, for example, the degree of
observance of the law on the language of the “rooting™ period (1923-1932) is clarified.

The scientific novelty lies in the fact that although a lot has been written and published about the tax policy of the USSR
in the 20s and 30s of the 20th century, this aspect of it has never been considered separately by anyone. Also, for the first time,
the main types of tax-registration dog tokens of various cities of the USSR of the specified period are analyzed and introduced
into scientific circulation.

Conclusions. In the 20s and 30s of the 20th century, the practice of taxing dogs on the population, which existed in
the ““pre-revolutionary” period, was revived in the USSR. The reason for this, first of all, was the need for accounting and
registration of animals due to a significant number of stray dogs and frequent outbreaks of plagues, in particular rabies. Dogs
were included in the ““small livestock™ category.

A whole layer of regulatory and binding resolutions of the authorities regarding this problem, which contained fiscal,
registration, sanitary-veterinary, social-regulatory, penal and other components, was postponed. These resolutions were mostly
published in the press of that time to familiarize the population with them.

The increase in the tax burden against the background of the famine years caused dissatisfaction among the population,
especially the peasants, due to which the authorities were forced to react and began to deny the existence of a dog tax in some
places.

Dog registration and tax tokens from Ukrainian cities of this period are witnesses of the era, historical sources and
artifacts at the same time. According to the surviving specimens, we know that the «Ukrainian-speaking» dog tokens (1926-
1937) first appeared in the stream of «rooting» as a historical phenomenon. Their analysis proves, for example, the violation
by the administrative and financial bodies of certain Ukrainian cities in certain years of the requirements of the «Ukrainian
language» of such tokens. After the Holodomor (1932-1933) and repressions (1934-1937), this phenomenon practically
disappeared, which was obviously directly related to the collapse of the «Ukrainization» process as a whole.

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PARTICIPATION OF PRIVATE AND RENTED ENTERPRISES IN AGRICULTURAL
PROCESSING PRODUCTS IN THE YEARS OF NEP IN UKRAINE

Abstract. The aim of the paper is to show the evolution of the development of private and rented entrepreneurship in the
field of agricultural processing during the NEP years.

The scientific novelty of the article consists in highlighting the realities of private production in agricultural sectors
and the strategy of the Soviet power of the Bolsheviks to gradually displace and destroy it. Rent and other economic factors in
the leather and food industries, which were mostly agricultural in nature, are considered. In order to guarantee a high level
of rent and interest the entrepreneur in increasing production, modernization of equipment gubradnarkhoziv established a
mandatory minimum of it in comparison with the pre-war period. In terms of their size and technical equipment, private and
rental enterprises were inferior to state-owned ones, and very often they did not have any mechanical engines. At the same
time, their labor productivity was 1.7 - 2 times higher. Additional profit at private and leased Enterprises was obtained by
increasing the working day to 10, 12, and sometimes up to 16 hours, reducing the lunch break, using child and women’s labor
for reduced wages, saving money due to non-compliance with sanitary and hygienic working conditions. As a rule, a piecework
form of remuneration was used. The amount of wages was set depending on individual output. Private traders more carefully
selected the personnel of workers. Wages were 15-60% higher than in state-owned enterprises, while entrepreneurs organized
the production cycle in such a way that workers worked with greater intensity, sometimes overtime at no extra charge.

Conclusions. Having failed to win a competitive competition, the Soviet state abandoned economic methods of combating
private entrepreneurship in these industries and begins to use purely administrative, strong-willed methods. Thus, at the
beginning of 1926, tariffs for railway transportation for private enterprises of these industries were tripled. The people’s
Commissariat of Railways of the USSR was recommended not only to limit their maintenance, but even to refuse private owners
this. State and cooperative organizations were forbidden to sell grain, leather and other raw materials to private owners, and
they were generally deprived of the opportunity to get loans. Local authorities were given the task: to look for ways to break
agreements for the lease of Mills, scourers and creameries.

As a result of this policy, there is a sharp reduction in private production in these industries and a decrease in its relative
and absolute share in the national economy

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THE LATEST STUDY METHODOLOGY
OF AGRARIAN HISTORY OF UKRAINE: RURAL STUDIES

Abstract. The purpose of the article. The authors of the article aim to gain knowledge about the latest methodology of
historical and agrarian research in Ukraine, in particular, about such a methodological paradigm as rural studies.

The scientific novelty of the publication lies in the fact that the authors have analysed the use of rural studies in modern
studies of agrarian history. In particular, it was established that, firstly, rural studies is a relatively new methodology that
was formed during the 1960s — 1980s as a reflection on the processes of globalization, it was the result of returning «face to
the peasants». It represents a new understanding of the non-linear multifaceted interaction of rural and urban subsystems of
society; secondly, rural studies unite all scientific directions that study certain components of the rural territorial subsystem
of society; thirdly, the conceptual apparatus of rural studies includes «rurality», «rural development», «ruralization,
«ruralism», «rural history»; fourthly, rural history, according to ruralists, despite the debatable theoretical development of
the concept, is a component of rural studies, an independent branch of historical science in the context of rural studies, which
is both theoretical and empirical history, the subject field of which is rural space and rural territories; fifthly, the heuristic
value of rural studies in general and ruralism in particular is that the latter is designed to form a systematic view of the
prospects and ways of rural development in a post-industrial society. The heuristic potential of rural studies is fully revealed
in the studies related to the agrarian history of Ukraine in the 2000s. The authors of the article did not find works written on
the basis of rural studies, which relate to the earlier periods of the agrarian history of Ukraine, so we cannot talk about the
heuristic potential of the rural studies in relation to earlier periods of agrarian history Ukraine does not have to; sixthly, the
ruralists’ thesis that rural history is broader than agrarian history or the history of the peasantry needs additional theoretical
refinement. In particular, the ruralists’ proposed understanding of the essence of rural history, its scientific toolkit, requires
additional argumentation. Considering the results of the analysis of the considerations proposed by them regarding the essence
of rural history, according to the authors of the article, they only strengthen the understanding of the latter as a synonym of
agrarian history; seventhly, the ruralists have not provided a coherent system of convincing evidence in favor of their thesis
that ««agrarianism» and «ruralism» are not the same thing». On the contrary, the considerations proposed by the ruralists give
sufficient grounds to speak of ruralism as agrarianism of the second half of the 20" — beginning of the 21 century; eighthly,
there are no fundamental differences between agrarianism and rural studies, they complement each other as methodological
paradigms. For example, if agrarianism is a heuristic scientific tool for studying the pre-industrial, industrial peasantry,
then ruralism is a post-industrial one. In this way, synergy or complementarity is achieved — enlargement of chronological
boundaries, object and subject fields of research, panoramic and thoroughness of new scientific knowledge obtained, etc.

The purpose of the article At the same
time, according to the authors, it is promising
to clarify the methodological tools of the latest
historical and agricultural research in Ukraine.
In view of this, the authors of the article aim
to gain knowledge of the latest methodology of
historical and agricultural research in Ukraine,
in particular, with regard to such a methodologi-
cal paradigm as ruralism.

The statement of the basic material. At
the beginning of the twenty-first century, such
a methodological approach as ruralism was
formed in the scientific discourse of Ukraine.
It is represented by the works of H. Prytula®,
O. Pavlov* and other scholars. It came into the
field of our research attention because:

1) its supporters argue that the subject field,
a component of rural studies, is ‘rural history’;

2) its theorists consider it possible and ap-
propriate to study ‘rural history’ in the system of
historical sciences;

3) the intellectual sources of rural studies
are the works of F. Brodel, P. Sorokin, and K.

Zimmerman on the rural-urban continuum as a
convergence of town and village.

Rural studies is a relatively new method-
ological construct that evolved during the 1960s
and 1980s, transforming into a separate scien-
tific tool in the early twenty-first century. The
chronological period in the global history of
science, in particular historical science, which
developed in the postwar period, is marked by
nonlinear transformations that reflected the pri-
ority planetary trends. The scientific and tech-
nological revolution and scientific and techno-
logical progress of the 1960s-1980s were the
intellectual basis for globalization processes
and the industrialization of the leading countries
of that time. Excessive enthusiasm for the lat-
ter had ambiguous consequences for both indi-
vidual countries and the world as a whole. This
was primarily due to the aggravation of contra-
dictions in the world, transformations of social
structures of individual societies, etc.

At the same time, new existential challeng-
es have emerged, such as human existence in
the industrial and post-industrial eras. Previous
intellectual constructs proved to be partially or
completely incapable of “explaining the world
and becoming the basis for its transformation.”
Historical science as a component of global
knowledge and reflections on reality has also
undergone changes under the influence of the
above priority trends. The focus of historians’
attention has shifted from structures and pro-
cesses to culture, lifestyles, inner experience of
both individuals and communities, etc. (for de-
tails refer'?).

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Our judgments are in line with the correct
observations of T. Portnova. The scientist defines
the period we have outlined as the time of the
“Golden age” of the history and anthropology of
the peasantry. The researcher justifiably empha-
sizes that the development of historical science
was significantly influenced by the “practices of
‘social history” in the study of ‘dumb’ subordi-
nate social groups™®2. First of all, we are talking
about the peasantry.

Given these general trends in historical sci-
ence, a peasant-centered approach to the study
of social problems of rural-peasant development
is emerging in Ukrainian academic discourse.
It was represented in the work of agricultural
economist V. Yurchyshyn and his team of like-
minded people: L. Shepotko, P. Sabluk, O. On-
yshchenko, O. Pavlov, and others. In particular,
V. Yurchyshyn substantiated and made public
the idea that “until the peasant-centered prin-
ciple becomes a priority in Ukrainian society,
there is a real threat of losing the peasantry as
a social class”. He called for raising the peasant
issue to the level of a national idea and proposed
a specific algorithm for its implementation. He
also raised the problem of peasant asociality as
a result of reforming the agricultural sector of
the economy without taking into account pos-
sible social risks and negative consequences. It
is possible to eliminate such peasant antisocial-
ity by developing and implementing a peasant-
centered state strategy™.

The reasons for the emergence of ruralism,
according to O. Pavlov, one of the theorists of
this methodology, are as follows: first, “the cur-
rent state of globalization, characterized by the
development of two opposing trends - integra-
tion and localization of all spheres of public
life”; second, a new understanding of “the issue
of interaction between urban and rural territorial
subsystems of society”; third, the fallacy of the
approach that ignores the specifics of cities and
villages; fourth, the inexpediency of artificially
limiting rural development to the agricultural
food function®®; fifth, the deepening specializa-
tion of scientific research and integration of ur-
ban and rural areas; sixth, the emergence of new
interdisciplinary scientific fields that accumulate

the potential of modern science and its innova-
tive research methods?®.

In our opinion, the picture of the reasons for
the formation of ruralism will be more complete
if we take into account both the reasons given
above by O. Pavlov and the global trends of the
1960s-1980s, intellectual reflection on existen-
tial challenges in a highly organized industrial
civilization, the emergence of new tools of his-
torical science, such as “new social history,”
and the intellectual contribution of the scientific
school of V. Yurchyshyn. All of these phenom-
ena and processes, in our opinion, can be figu-
ratively called, to paraphrase a famous work by
J. Melin of 1914%, “facing the peasants.” This,
in our opinion, is the generalized formula-cause
of the emergence of ruralism. O. Pavlov also
agrees with this, noting that rural studies “arose
as a result of a systematic study of such a com-
plex natural and socio-spatial formation as rural
areas in terms of its structure and functions. It
(rural studies - the authors of the article) unites
all scientific areas that study certain components
of the rural territorial subsystem of society™8,

It is interesting that similar trends in the
socio-economic, socio-political, and intellectual
development of European countries in the 1830s
gave rise to the phenomenon of agrarianism, a
peasant-centered phenomenon of that time*.

Developing a judgment about rural stud-
ies as a scientific field, O. Pavlov distinguishes
three levels of its research field:

1) global;

2) national,

3) rural.

The first level includes issues related to the
foundations of the natural, spiritual, and eco-
nomic existence of rural society, the place and
prospects of the rural direction of development
in the modern globalized world, and the role of
agricultural labor in solving global problems,
etc. The second includes issues related to the
entire set of interconnections and relationships
between the rural territorial subsystem of soci-
ety and the corresponding urban subsystem. The
third is the range of issues that reveal the spe-
cifics of rural life in all its manifestations: from
the rational foundations of the natural and socio-
cultural space of rural areas to their mental im-

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age. Priority issues include land ownership and
land use, effective use of the integral potential of
rural areas, development of the rural economy;,
creation of appropriate conditions for rural life,
so that life in rural areas becomes a joy for those
who are born and live there®.

The concept of rural studies includes the
following: “rurality”, “rural development”, “ru-
ralization”, “ruralism”, “rural history”. Their
meaning, according to Pavlov, defines the sys-
tem of knowledge about rural studies as an inter-
disciplinary scientific field?:. Thus, rural studies,
as interpreted by the developers of this scientific
concept, is an interdisciplinary scientific field
that unites all scientific areas that study certain
components of the rural territorial subsystem
of society. In this understanding of the essence
of this methodological construct, we see an at-
tempt by its authors to combine the general and
the specific, the global and the local, eliminating
contradictions between them, and to approach
the study of rural history as a component of rural
studies in a systematic and comprehensive man-
ner. At the same time, the use of the concepts of
“rural territorial subsystem of society” and “ru-
ral history” requires, in our opinion, convincing
arguments and explanations of how their use dif-
fers for the better from the well-known concepts
of “peasantry”, “agrarian history”, etc.

The primary importance in the conceptual
apparatus of rural studies belongs to “rarity”. It
is defined as a certain state of being that is dy-
namically developing. This understanding of it
correlates with the philosophical interpretation
of life as a holistic unity of anthropic, material,
social and spiritual forms of life. In this sense,
“rurality” is a real state of both natural and ar-
tificial nature, society and consciousness (men-
tality). It is an objective and subjective reality
that manifests itself in the objects of the mate-
rial and ideal world, in the social and individ-
ual consciousness. It is the world of things and
ideas created by nature and man as its creator?.
Rationality-being is in constant spatial and tem-
poral development. It is the essence and state of
the object of study. It is translated from Latin as
rurality®.

In general, “rurality” is understood broadly
by ruralists. In addition to the above, it is inter-
preted in the following ways. First, as a rural

identity that is associated with a certain object of
rurality, its specific activity, as well as with the
space and place of activity. Its attributes, expres-
sors of rural identity, are the peasant, agriculture,
and the village. Ruralists, sharing the position of
the civilizational approach in the interpretation
of the peasantry, believe that the last three cat-
egories position a certain stage of civilizational
development of mankind - an agrarian society in
which the dominant and identifying components
were the peasantry as a social group, agricultural
labor as the main type of economic activity and
way of life, and the village as a type of settle-
ment and space of life. Further, using the termi-
nology of the civilization approach, they inter-
pret “rurality” as “an attribute of pre-industrial
social development or as a historical anachro-
nism, manifested in the dominance of natural-
patriarchal and agrarian-small-scale economic
systems”?4, Secondly, “rurality” is both a social
phenomenon and a social process that is under-
stood outside of the formative context. It is a
way of perceiving the world and living of Ukrai-
nian citizens living in rural areas®. Third, “ru-
rality” is a concept that has undergone seman-
tic changes. Initially, “rurality” was associated
with the village as an arable settlement, whose
inhabitants were mainly engaged in agriculture.
In view of this, the term “rural” had a sectoral
rather than settlement origin. Over time, it came
to mean everything that was associated with a
settlement formed around arable land. The ex-
pansion of the economic functions of the village
did not lead to a change in semantics. The vil-
lage continued to be understood as a place of
production. This gave scholars grounds to con-
sider the concepts of “agrarian” and “rural” to
be identical. Semantic changes in “rurality” oc-
curred in the early twenty-first century with the
introduction of the concept of “rural areas” into
scientific circulation. Since then, “rurality” has
been understood from the perspective of the ter-
ritorial approach?.

The typical signs, features and properties of
“rurality” are:

1) agricultural use of the territory;

2) economic mono-functionality;

3) fine-dispersed type of settlement;

4) low-rise and estate development of the
territory;

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5) combination of agricultural landscapes
with natural & recreational landscapes;

6) socially homogeneous composition of
the population;

7) low population density;

8) basic infrastructure;

9) simplified communication system;

10) direct nature of interpersonal relations?’.

This definition of “rurality,” as its analysis
shows, combines several methodological ap-
proaches. In our opinion, these are: “history of
mentality”, civilizational, social history, etc. Ru-
ralists confirm the correctness of our reasoning
and note that rural studies as a scientific field is
based on the following important theoretical and
methodological foundations “the fundamental
provisions of civilizational and world-system
theories, physical economy, socioeconomics,
the concept of sustainable development, modern
achievements of economic, historical, geograph-
ical, legal, sociological, philosophical sciences,
ethnology, cultural studies, public administra-
tion theory and their methodological arsenal”?.

Generally, without objecting to this attempt
to concentrate in one scientific field the scien-
tific tools of other branches of knowledge, we
would like to draw attention to some contradic-
tions that arise as a result of the use by ruralists
of certain concepts that they use to define the
essence of “ruralism”. In particular, the first the-
sis stated above: “the attributes and expressions
of rural identity are the peasant, agriculture, and
the village”. The second is “rural identity, which
is associated with a certain object of rurality, its
type of activity, as well as with the space and
place of activity.” The third is the “rural-centered
approach” declared by the scientific school of
V. Yurchyshyn. Comparison of these theses
makes it obvious that the interpretation of “ru-
ralism” overlooks its subject, its carrier, and
“rural identity,” in our opinion, is a category-
identifier of only space, not a way of produc-
tion activity, and it does not have a subjective
character. In addition, “rural identity” cannot
be a phenomenon of the civilizational approach
used by ruralists to define “ruralism.” Such a
civilizational phenomenon is known to be the
peasantry. O. Pavlov himself writes about this
in his monograph, noting that the peasant (social

group)? is the expressor of rationality. In view
of this, the term “peasant identity” seems to be
more correct, as “rural identity” is undoubtedly
a component of it.

In our opinion, the ruralists’ judgment of
agrarian society “as a historical anachronism,
manifested in the dominance of natural-patri-
archal and agrarian-small-scale economic sys-
tems” requires additional arguments. It con-
tradicts the interpretation of the peasantry by
representatives of the civilizational approach,
whose scientific tools are used by ruralists to
define “rurality.” In particular, O. Spengler, as
V. Afanasiev has rightly proved, substantiated
that “the peasant class serves the great life not
only by giving it food obtained from the land,
but also by its own blood, which for centuries
has been flowing from villages to higher class-
es, taking their form there and supporting their
life”®, O. Pavlov himself, in his 2015 publica-
tion, emphasizes that “rurality” is “not posi-
tioned as a natural-patriarchal or agrarian-small-
scale system™3,

According to the above understanding of
“rurality”, the object of scientific attention of
ruralists is rural areas. The latter are interpreted
as an agro-ecosystem, economic space, social
environment and mental image®. In our opin-
ion, this proposed definition of the concept is
abstract. It contains categories, such as “mental
space,” which are debatable and subject to in-
terpretation. Our reservations are recognized by
O. Pavlov. He points out that there are a number
of difficulties with this term:

1) the implicit nature of the concept;

2) pluralism in understanding due to differ-
ent approaches to its interpretation by represen-
tatives of different fields of knowledge;

3) the concept is not enshrined in Ukrainian
legislation;

4) non-recognition of rural areas as an inde-
pendent object of sociological research;

5) uncertainty of the criteria for identifying
rural areas®.

At the same time, despite the above reserva-
tions, ruralists consider it appropriate to speak
of rural history as a component of rural studies;
as an independent branch of historical science in
the context of rural studies, the research field of

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which is rural space and rural territories (objects
of rural progress)®. They substantiate the expe-
diency of this position by referring to the latest
historical developments, in particular, those of
J. Vermenich, as well as foreign historiography,
such as the work of J. Levy. In their understand-
ing, what is common to both domestic and for-
eign historiography in defining the research field
of rural history is the historical reconstruction
and interpretation of a certain local space, the
boundaries of which are determined by the type
of settlement. Ruralists are convinced that rural
space is multiscale, not limited to the village, ru-
ral areas occupying a certain area of rural space,
thus embodying it and endowing it with natural
and social characteristics, it is the object of his-
torical research as a component of rural studies.
According to this logic, the temporal, spatial and
essential *dimensions of rural territory as a mul-
tilevel system are the direct subject of study of
rural history®,

In this context, it is important to answer the
question: “What is rural history, which has as
its subject matter a multi-scale rural space em-
bodied by rural areas and endowed with their
natural and social characteristics?” Ruralists
interpret rural history as both theoretical and
empirical history. By the first component, they
mean historical knowledge about the national
level of rural areas, and by the second - a cross-
section of historical knowledge at other levels
of territories, primarily the basic one. Accord-
ingly, rural history directly corresponds to the
hierarchical structure of rural areas. It consists
of the history of the territories of the basic level
(history of the territorial community), the terri-
tories of the district level (rural local history),
the territories of the regional level (history of the
rural component of the region), the territories of
the national level (history of the rural territorial
subsystem of society)*’.

In our opinion, this answer is not exhaus-
tive, as it leaves unanswered the question: “How
is rural history different from agrarian history?”
There is a reasonable understanding that “rural
history” is a derivative of “urban” or “urban his-
tory” or its opposite, because ruralism, as its de-
velopers note, was formed as the antithesis of
urbanism. As is well known, agrarian history is
a science that produces historical knowledge at

both the macro and micro levels, a fundamental
component of Ukrainian history. In this context,
the agrarian history of Ukraine is indeed “the
history of the peasantry, the foundation of the
nation,” the history of “the presence of the peas-
antry in the national history of Ukraine™.

Ruralists’ attempts to show agrarian history
as a discipline that, along with historical geog-
raphy, social geography of agriculture, regional
studies, historical landscape studies, etc., result-
ed from the “junction” or intersection of direc-
tions and points of contact of common research
problems, are also insufficiently motivated”®.
According to the authors of the article, the “dis-
ciplines” listed by O. Pavlov are self-sufficient
branches of humanities that were formed in the
context of the global development of scientific
knowledge with a clear object and subject field
of study. The ambition for interdisciplinarity of
rural studies, and thus of rural history, is not a
sufficient reason to downplay the importance of
historical geography, agrarian history, etc. Such
an approach is questionable in an attempt to de-
fine the essence of rural history by denying the
self-sufficiency of other branches of the humani-
ties and claiming their research field.

Based on the above logic of O. Pavlov’s
presentation, the opposite judgment seems rea-
sonable: rural studies, and thus rural history,
were the result of the “junction” or intersection
of such independent branches of humanities as
agrarian history, historical geography, etc. that
had already been formed in previous years and
centuries. The basis for this judgment is the lack
of a ruralist, and thus “rural history” scientific
toolKkit.

Borrowing/using the scientific tools of
other branches of the humanities, rural studies,
and thus rural history, should have its own, so
to speak, autochthonous scientific tools. Instead,
the analysis of the methods of rural history pro-
posed by O. Pavlov shows only their borrowing.
In particular, the researcher considers the “arse-
nal of research methods of historical science” to
be a scientific toolkit of rural history. These in-
clude: source study, retrospective, event analy-
sis, etc’’. Based on the analysis of the above, it is
obvious that these methods are methods of his-
torical science and do not reflect the difference

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between research on rural history and research
on agrarian history.

We can also observe contradictions in the
judgments of ruralist theorists regarding the es-
sence of rural history. In one paragraph, they
write about the fallacy of identifying rural space
“with the history of the peasantry, the village,
or agrarian history.” In the next paragraph, they
argue the opposite, that “rural history in the con-
text of its levels corresponds to one or another
local level of historical science. Local history
and microhistory are comparable to the history
of a territorial community, local history to a cer-
tain extent to rural local history, and regional
history to a certain extent to the history of the
rural component of a region. The history of the
rural territorial subsystem of society is a direct
component of national history”.

According to the authors of the article, in
view of the above, the ruralists’ thesis that ru-
ral history is broader than agrarian history or the
history of the peasantry requires a more thor-
ough explanation and proof. Their arguments
strengthen the understanding of rural history as
synonymous with agrarian history. Their thesis
about separating the rural component* of his-
torical science from its historical component is
essentially a reiteration of the understanding of
agrarian history as a fundamental component
of Ukrainian history, as we wrote above and as
stated in the preface to the two-volume essays
in The History of the Ukrainian Peasantry. At
the same time, if rural history = agrarian his-
tory, then O. Pavlov’s opinion that its separation
from historical science is a development of the
general scientific trend toward specialization
of knowledge is reasonable. Such a separation
contributes to solving socially significant prob-
lems, enriches its heuristic potential by attract-
ing interdisciplinary methodological techniques
in response to the challenge of our time - sub-
stantiating the ways of reviving rural areas and
their access to a qualitatively better standard of
living®.

According to ruralists, “rural development”
is a form of manifestation of rurality. In this
sense, its task is to preserve and maintain the
rural state of being and its characteristic activi-

ties, which are directly related to the origins of
human life and society*.

On the one hand, “rural development” is an
objective, multidimensional process character-
ized by self-organization and self-development
due to the multifunctionality of rural areas. On
the other hand, “rural development” is the pur-
poseful development of rural areas in accor-
dance with their social purpose and tasks. At the
same time, rural development is influenced by
external factors. Globalization sets a certain al-
gorithm for it*.

Despite the number of approaches to the
interpretation of this concept, ruralists reduce
them to two main ones: sectoral and territorial.
In this sense, “rural development” reflects
the evolutionary development of an object,
the transition from one state to another. The
dynamics of development can be traced in the
course of the object’s performance of specific
functions determined by the nature of the object.
Since the object of rational development is
simultaneously associated with the relevant
space and type of economic activity, there are
different ways of identifying“ it in the research
discourse and management practice. According
to O. Pavlov, “rural development” can be defined
as a purposeful process that takes place mainly
within the rural spatial segment, which plays an
important role in the life of the whole society*'.

“Ruralization is understood by ruralists as a
social process. There are “narrow” and “broad”
interpretations of this term. In the first case, it
means measures to introduce ecological and
aesthetic elements of the rural landscape into the
urban landscape. The second is the process of
quantitative growth of rural settlements and the
number of rural population, i.e. intensification
of the process of rural development of the
territory, spreading and preservation of the rural
way of life in certain territorial elements of
agglomeration settlement?.

It is more realistic and natural to understand
“rurality” as a conscious choice of rural areas
by urban residents as a more attractive place of
permanent residence than the city. As a social
phenomenon, rurality has its own classification.
For example, O. Pavlov proposed the following:

1) imaginary (false);

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2) real (actual);

3) hybrid (aka ‘dachaization’)*.

There are also five main types of rurality:

1) caused by the growth of anthropogenic
pressure on the environment, primarily in cities;

2) socio-cultural and natural, based on
religious and environmental motives;

3) boom in cottage construction in the
suburban area;

4) seasonal migration of summer residents;

5) forced migration®.

According to O. Pavlov, one of the four
scientific categories-identifiers of ‘Rural studies’
is ‘Ruralism’®. This concept was introduced
into scientific circulation in the 1950s by the
intellectual efforts of L. Wirth, a representative
of the Chicago sociological school. In particular,
in his work “Life in the City,” he compared the
lifestyles of urban and rural areas in the United
States and Western Europe. He emphasized
the *“fusion” of urban and rural lifestyles
into a single whole. This process, according
to the sociologist, is an indisputable fact. In
this context, he argued that “urbanism is no
longer identical to industrialism, and ruralism
is no longer identified with non-mechanized
labor. This is due to the standardization of
lifestyles. Accordingly, rural life, as we know it
today, “begins to look archaic in our eyes; we
increasingly look at it as a relic of another era”*2.
This definition of “ruralism” by L. Wirth, in our
opinion, is not a definition of the term, since it
does not reveal its meaning/content, but rather
an explanation of it by applying the method of
“from the opposite”. Accordingly, it is debatable.

Thus, it is sufficient to assume that before
L. Wirth introduced this term into scientific
circulation, *“ruralism” was understood only as
“non-mechanized labor”, “rural patriarchal way
of being”, which is an “anachronism” in relation
to modernity and was not in wide scientific
circulation. This opinion is supported by
O. Pavlov, who noted that the concept of
“ruralism” is the least developed concept
compared to other categories of ruralism. One
of the rationalism theorists explains the above
situation by the fact that the term “agrarianism”
is more widely used in science. At the same time,
he believes that “agrarianism” and “ruralism” are

not the same thing. In particular, “agrarianism”
does not replace “ruralism,” which “conveys the
broad content of this ideological trend.” Thus,
O. Pavlov interprets “ruralism” as an ideological
trend that occupies a special place in the theory of
ruralism. Central to “ruralism” is the anthropo-
rural discourse, which is associated with the
world of feelings, experiences, worldview,
mental and transformative activities to “remake”
a person in the rural space and increase his or her
life-affirming role in social development. “The
social significance of ruralism lies in the fact that
the future of the entire society, not just its rural
component, depends on whether it is presented as
a reflective nostalgic consciousness or as a half-
boyish lament for the primary patriarchal way of
life, or as a worldview and ideology that reflects
and promotes rurality and ruralization”. The
historical mission of ruralism, the researcher
argues, “is not so much to replace the habitat of
rural society as to replace ‘homo ruralistucus’
itself”>4.

Offering his own understanding of
“ruralism,” O. Pavlov calls for focusing not
on the triad “way of life - its resource and
factor - subject,” but on its reflection in the
thinking activity of the researcher who traces
the historical evolution of the process in the
interconnection of its components. Guided by
such considerations, he proves that the systemic
role in understanding the essence of ruralism as
a certain system of beliefs about the rural way of
life is played by the assessment of the attitude of
peasants and the whole society at a certain stage
of its development to the land, and through this
attitude - the definition of social values®.

Considering “ruralism” as an ideological
current that occupies a special place in the theory
of ruralism, O. Pavlov analyzes its evolution as a
system of views on agricultural labor, the village
and the peasantry®®. In his opinion, the origins of
ruralism, thoughts, views, ideas that fall under
the definition of “ruralism” are represented
in the intellectual heritage of D. Mendeleey,
O.de Balzac, N. Berdyaev, K. Marx, V. Raymont,
J. Horvath, J. Knap, L. Tolstoy, I. Franko, A. Fet,
O. Vasilchikov, O. Herzen, M. Chernyshevsky,
S. Bulgakov, V. Chernov, S. Maslov, P. Sorokin,
O. Chayanov, G. Studensky, M. Oganovsky,
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L. Litoshenko, B. Brutskus, M. Kondratiev, M.
Tulaykov, M. Makarov, members of the socio-
political organization “Peasant Russia” that
existed in Prague in the 1920s, and others®’.

In this way, he understands ruralism as both
socio-economic agrarian thought and a certain
trend in fiction. However, such an understanding
of “ruralism” gives grounds for its identification
with these phenomena, for its understanding
on the basis of similarity with another, rather
than self-determination - self-identification.
The above analysis deserves critical remarks in
view of the fact that, apart from lvan Franko’s
work, it does not present the Ukrainian narrative
itself. Whereas the latter took place in the
second half of the nineteenth and first third
of the twentieth centuries and is reflected, for
example, in the creative intellectual heritage of
P. Kulish®, M. Kotsiubynskyi, O. Kobylianska,
D. Dontsov, V. Lypynskyi, M. Hrushevskyi,
and P. Skoropadskyi. In addition to “Peasant
Russia,” there was the Ukrainian Academy of
Economics in interwar Czechoslovakia, in the
Podébrady region. Its scientific and pedagogical
staff, in particular, H. Simantsiv®, maintained
close intellectual relations with A. Sv¢hla,
M. Hodzi, J. Kettner, and other well-known
experts on agrarian-peasant issues®.

The analysis proposed by O. Pavloy, in
our opinion, would only benefit if the author
expanded the subject field of his research
and provided more convincing arguments
in favor of distinguishing “ruralism” from
“agrarianism.” Pavlov’s reasoning does not
clearly show that “agrarianism” and “ruralism”
are not the same thing; on the contrary, it shows
their ideological and fundamental Kkinship,
especially their peasant-centeredness. In our
opinion, “ruralism” means “agrarianism of the
second half of the twentieth and early twenty-
first centuries”, the evolution of agrarianism
in the light of the development of knowledge,
research methodologies, and new civilizational
and global challenges. In particular, our research
has shown that agrarianism has a broad and
narrow meaning. In the broad sense, Central
and South-Eastern European agrarianism of
the second half of the nineteenth century - the
first third of the twentieth century is a holistic
socio-cultural phenomenon, a phenomenon of

the history of Central and South-Eastern Europe
of the second half of the nineteenth century -
the first third of the twentieth century, caused
by objective-subjective-subjective factors that
are the object of knowledge. In a narrower
sense, Central and Southeastern European
agrarianism is a system of peasant-centered
ideas of various subjects of the socio-cultural
space of Central and Southeastern Europe in the
second half of the nineteenth century - the first
third of the twentieth century, and their practical
implementation. Concretizing a narrower
understanding of the Central and South-Eastern
European agrarianism of the second half of the
nineteenth - first third of the twentieth centuries,
we state that this is a system of ideas about
peasants, peasants about themselves, about the
peasantry as an active subject of history capable
of independent state-building; a component of
the state’s domestic economic policy aimed at
solving the agrarian/peasant question; as self-
awareness of peasants, as peasant political
culture and political consciousness, as the
practical realization of peasant hopes and ideas
about their just future; a component of social,
party and political thought®:.

In terms of its ideological and semantic
content, our understanding of “agrarianism”
coincides with the understanding of “ruralism,”
with a correlation of chronological boundaries
that do not contradict but complement each
other. Here are the arguments in favor of
our position. First, the circumstances of the
formation of both phenomena are similar: the
cyclical-historical recurrence of “turning to
the land”. Secondly, both “agrarianism” and
“ruralism” are the discovery of the “peasantry”
for the world in the second half of the nineteenth
century - the first third of the twentieth century
and the second half of the twentieth century
- the beginning of the twenty-first century,
respectively. Thirdly, both “agrarianism” and
“ruralism” are strategies for the integrated
development of the village, peasantry, rural
areas, their socio-economic, socio-cultural
and other components, taking into account the
chronological limits of the existence of these
phenomena, and the tools for its implementation.
Fourthly, the ignoring by ruralists of the agrarian
practices of solving the agrarian issue, the

peasant revolutionary subjectivity of 1902-1933
deepens the already existing contradictions in
“ruralism” regarding its peasant-centeredness
as a phenomenon declared by the scientific
school of V. Yurchyshyn and not represented in
the categorical apparatus of “ruralism”. Fifth,
the approach of complementarity proposed
by us does not contradict the self-sufficiency
of both agrarianism and ruralism, but only
confirms the continuity in the development of
scientific and theoretical thought and practices
of its implementation, and expands the heuristic
possibilities of both. Sixthly, both agrarianism
and ruralism are based on the same methodology
of the civilization approach, the Annales school,
the socio-cultural approach, etc. Seventh,
our approach does not deny the civilizational
significance of the peasantry, and strengthens
the balance between global and local studies of
the peasantry as a multidimensional, objectively
existing historical phenomenon. Eighth, both
phenomena are an alternative to both local
and global socio-economic, socio-political,
sociocultural, technological, etc. progress,
a “third way.” Ninth, while agrarianism is a
heuristic scientific tool for studying the pre-
industrial, industrial peasantry, ruralism is a
post-industrial one. In this way, synergy or
complementarity is achieved, i.e., the expansion
of chronological boundaries, object and subject
fields of research, the volume and thoroughness
of the new scientific knowledge gained, etc.
Tenthly, the intellectual work of ruralists, as
evidenced by the analysis of the works of its
representatives, concerns the 1980s-2000s.
Representatives of this methodological trend
do not have works on the agrarian history
of Ukraine, for example, the second half of
the nineteenth and first third of the twentieth

centuries.

Our position is confirmed by the
understanding of “ruralism” by ruralists
themselves. In  particular, O. Pavlov

unequivocally and reasonably states that
“ruralism is designed to form a systematic view
of the prospects and ways of rural development in
a post-industrial society™®2. This, in our opinion,
is the heuristic potential of ruralism. Indeed,
the threat to Ukraine’s national security also
comes from neglecting the existing problems of
rurality.

The heuristic potential of ruralism is fully
revealed in studies related to the agrarian
history of Ukraine in the 2000s: rural branding
as a marketing tool and management function;
methodological foundations of rural branding;
characteristics of rural areas in the context
of the branding approach; socio-economic
determinants of rural branding; concepts of rural
brand formation, etc®.

In this regard, the study of the mental
map of images of rural areas of modern
Ukraine, based on the ruralism methodology,
is indicative. Given its scientific, practical,
and socio-political significance, it is relevant.
It represents the objects of identification in the
perception of certain subjects of identification,
which characterizes their type of thinking,
level of consciousness and attitude to these
natural and socio-spatial formations. According
to the findings of ruralists, the majority of the
population of Ukraine, including rural residents,
do not perceive rural areas as a desirable place
to live. In particular, the most part of young
people do not formulate prospects for their
life trajectory in rural areas. The researchers’
arguments that rural areas have a negative
image among Ukrainian citizens as a place of
permanent residence and life are reasonable®.

Equally scientifically significant, in
particular for domestic policy in modern
Ukraine, its ethno-cultural component aimed at
consolidating the Ukrainian political nation, are
the results of studying the structure of the ethnic
composition of rural areas during the 2000s.
The ruralists convincingly revealed that the
highest index of ethnic mosaicism of the rural
population as of 2018-2019 is characteristic
of Odesa (0.64), Chernivtsi (0.45), Donetsk
(0.45), Luhansk (0.44), and Zaporizhzhia (0.43)
regions. The lowest scores are typical for Volyn
(0.02), Ivano-Frankivsk (0.02), Ternopil (0.02),
Lviv (0.03), Vinnytsia (0.04), Chernihiv (0.05),
and Cherkasy (0.05) regions. The average value
of the ethnic mosaic index for Ukraine is 0.25.
It contrasts with the index of ethnic mosaicism
in the city. The latter is 0.48. Rural areas in
the Central-Northern and Western regions
of Ukraine are predominantly mono-ethnic;
the Eastern-Southern region is bi-ethnic; and
Chernivtsi, Odesa, and Zakarpattia regions are
mixed®®.
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The conclusions. Consequently,
summarizing the above, there are sufficient
grounds to state: first, rural studies is a relatively
new methodology that was formed in the 1960s
- 1980s. As a reflection on the processes of
globalization, it was the result of a return to “face
the peasants”. It represents a new understanding
of the nonlinear multidimensional interaction of
rural and urban subsystems of society; secondly,
rural studies unites all scientific areas that
study certain components of the rural territorial
subsystem of society; thirdly, the conceptual
apparatus of rural studies includes “rurality”,
“rural development”, “ruralization”, “ruralism”,
“rural history”; fourthly, rural history, according
to ruralists, despite the controversial theoretical
development of the concept, is a component of
ruralism, an independent branch of historical
science in the context of ruralism, which is both
theoretical and empirical history, the subject
field of which is rural space and rural territories;
Fifth, the heuristic value of rural studies in
general and ruralism in particular is that the
latter is designed to form a systematic view of
the prospects and ways of rural development
in a post-industrial society. The heuristic
potential of ruralism is fully revealed in studies
of the agrarian history of Ukraine in the 2000s.
The authors of this article have not found any
works based on ruralism that deal with earlier
periods of Ukraine’s agrarian history, so it is
not possible to talk about the heuristic potential
of ruralism in relation to earlier periods of
Ukraine’s agrarian history; sixth, the ruralists’
thesis that rural history is broader than agrarian

history or the history of the peasantry requires
additional theoretical elaboration. In particular,
the understanding of the essence of rural history
and its scientific tools proposed by ruralists
requires additional argumentation. Given
the results of the analysis of their proposed
considerations of the essence of rural history,
they, in the opinion of the authors of the article,
only strengthen the understanding of the latter
as a synonym for agrarian history; seventh,
ruralists do not provide a coherent system of
convincing evidence in favor of their thesis
that *“’agrarianism’ and ‘ruralism’ are not the
same thing. On the contrary, the considerations
offered by ruralists provide sufficient grounds
to speak of ruralism as the agrarianism of the
second half of the twentieth and early twenty-
first centuries; eighth, there are no fundamental
differences between agrarianism and ruralism;
they complement each other as methodological
paradigms. For example, while agrarianism is
a heuristic scientific tool for studying the pre-
industrial, industrial peasantry, ruralism is a
post-industrial one. In this way, synergy or
complementarity is achieved, i.e., the expansion
of chronological boundaries, object and subject
fields of research, the broad character and
thoroughness of the new scientific knowledge
gained, etc.

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Abstract. The aim of the article is to explore and analyze the process and results of propaganda and application of
Raiffeisen’s ideas regarding the establishment of credit unions in Halychyna in the late 19th century through the pages of the
newspaper «Ruslan». Focusing on the influence of this publication on the formation and development of the cash-credit system
in the region, the article seeks to highlight the role of «Ruslan» in promoting cooperative ideas and contributing to the creation
of financial institutions aimed at improving the economic situation of the population and the development of agriculture.

The scientific novelty of the article lies in the analysis of the role and impact of the newspaper «Ruslan» in popularizing
Raiffeisen’s ideas about the creation of credit unions in Halychyna. Articles, publications, and editorial materials that illuminate
and contribute to the spread of cooperative concepts are considered.

Conclusions. As a result of the analysis of the history of propagating the establishment of Raiffeisen’s credit unions in
Halychyna through the pages of the newspaper «Ruslan», several key conclusions can be drawn. «Ruslan» played a crucial
role in disseminating ideas of the credit-cooperative movement in Halychyna. Through its articles and publications, it became
a platform for promoting Raiffeisen’s ideas and highlighting the advantages of establishing unions in rural communities. The
simplicity and effectiveness of Raiffeisen unions were emphasized in the newspaper. «Ruslan» acted not only as an informational
channel but also as a platform for expressing the thoughts and opinions of citizens. The active interaction of readers with the
editorial team allowed the shaping and adaptation of cooperative ideas to the specific needs of communities. The propaganda
of credit-cooperative ideas through the newspaper contributed to the activation of rural communities in establishing Raiffeisen
unions. Created unions became not only a financial instrument but also a platform for uniting citizens in addressing their
economic needs. However, the proposed projects of progressive reforms by Christian socials did not find complete approval
among the wider audience.

Formulation of the issue. Against the
backdrop of socio-economic transformations
in the agrarian society of Halychyna in the
second half of the 19th century, the ideas of
cooperation and the establishment of credit
unions by Raiffeisen gained special popularity
and relevance. This period in the region’s
history was accompanied by an active search
for new forms of social organization, and the
credit unions, implemented at the initiative
of Raiffeisen, became not only an innovative
solution to economic challenges but also
a means of strengthening community self-
reliance and solidarity.

This scientific article is dedicated to a
retrospective analysis and systematization
of the process of promoting the ideas and
practices of establishing Raiffeisen credit
unions in Halychyna through the pages of
the newspaper «Ruslan». By examining
the contribution of this publication to the
formation of credit cooperative structures, we
aim to elucidate how the newspaper influenced
the development of the cooperative movement
in the region, contributing to the establishment
and dissemination of Raiffeisen’s ideas.

Analysis of recent research and pub-
lications. The issue of promoting Raiffeisen
unions’ establishment has not been thoroughly
explored in the scientific literature. Certain
aspects of their activities have been analyzed
inthe works of S. Geley!, I. Havlich? A. Klish?®.

The source study aspect of the article
involves the analysis of materials from the
newspaper «Ruslan», which is a crucial source
for studying the ideas and implementation of
credit-cooperative initiatives in Halychyna.
In particular, editorial articles, analytical
materials, and letters from readers reveal
details of the propagation of Raiffeisen’s ideas
in the public and contribute to the process of
union establishment.

The aim of the article is to explore and
analyze the process and results of propaganda
and application of Raiffeisen’s ideas regarding
the establishment of credit unions in Halychy-
na in the late 19th century through the pages of
the newspaper «Ruslan». Focusing on the in-
fluence of this publication on the formation and
development of the cash-credit system in the
region, the article seeks to highlight the role of
«Ruslan» in promoting cooperative ideas and

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contributing to the creation of financial institu-
tions aimed at improving the economic situa-
tion of the population and the development of
agriculture.

Presentation of the main material. The
newspaper «Ruslan» was published from 1897
to 1914 in Lviv. It served as the printed organ
of the political environment that coalesced
around O. Barvinskyi the Catholic-
Ruthenian People’s Union (CRPU), the
«Ruska Hromada», and the Christian-Social
Union. Representatives of these political
forces (Christian socials) adhered to the ideas
of «organic work», including in addressing the
socio-economic problems of Ukrainians.

In our opinion, the thesis put forward by
V. Taraban and N. Bila, stating that «the CRPU
did not propose any projects for agrarian
reforms, as they supported the policies of
Polish noble parties and primarily provided
peasants with economic advice», appears
somewhat oversimplified and tendentious®.

At the end of the 19th and the beginning
of the 20th century, Christian socials actively
advocated agrarian issues, paying particular
attention to the establishment of Raiffeisen
creditunions. The purpose of these associations
was to improve the material and moral relations
in rural communities, eliminate usury, educate
peasants about savings, and foster interest
in investing money in the development of
agriculture.

Raiffeisen unions were characterized
by several key factors. Firstly, their activity
was limited to two rural communities. This
allowed only residents of one village to be
members of the union, ensuring familiarity
with the financial situation of each member
and providing a guarantee of responsibility and
moral principles. Joining the union required
individuals to demonstrate a high level of
responsibility and trust.

Another reason for the success of Raiffeisen
unions was the prohibition of any financial
manipulations, protecting them from potential
abuses and financial losses. This longstanding
practice contributed to gaining trust and a good
reputation, which became crucial factors in the
success of these unions®.

In the newspaper «Ruslan», the advanced
experience of similar unions in Europe was

presented, with a particular emphasis on
the founder of credit institutions, Wilhelm
Raiffeisen, known for his religiosity and
initiative.  Raiffeisen, observing German
peasants, came to the conclusion that the moral
decline of the peasantry affected their material
well-being. His idea was to create economic
peasant associations based on Christian moral
values, solidarity, and the Christian duty of the
rich towards the poor.

The  newspaper  repeatedly  drew
parallels between the situation of German
and Halychynan peasants in a 50-year
retrospective. It was noted that in Germany
in the 1840s-1850s and in Halychyna in the
1890s, usury was thriving. The newspaper
devoted considerable attention to the activities
of Wilhelm Raiffeisen, particularly regarding
the establishment of communal bakeries that
produced cheaper bread for peasants. According
to the correspondent of the newspaper, this
demonstrated his first successful attempt
to unite peasants to reduce their economic
dependency. These associations, originating in
1849 in Germany and subsequently spreading
to Austria, France, and Italy, survived due to the
events of the Austro-Prussian War (1866) and
the Franco-Prussian War (1870-1871), as other
credit institutions were destroyed by inflation®.
Anticipating resistance to the establishment
of Raiffeisen cooperatives in Halychyna, the
authors of the articles repeatedly cited Wilhelm
Raiffeisen as an example. Despite pressure
and persecution, he remained true to his ideals
and continued to open new cooperatives.
This attests to the conviction of «Ruslan»
publishers in the correctness of the cooperative
movement’s direction.

The Christian socials saw in Raiffeisen
unions a protection for the peasants of
Halychyna against usury. A. Vakhnianyn
actively used examples of the successful fight
against usury by associations in Germany and
Western Austria, pointing out their ability to
strengthen rural communities. He appealed to
the Ukrainian intelligentsia, urging them to
support peasants in creating such associations,
believing that without their support, the
initiative would have limited prospects. A.
Vakhnianyn emphasized that Raiffeisen unions

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had the potential to morally rejuvenate rural
communities.

The speaker called on the Halychynan
intelligentsia to join the development of credit
unions based on the Raiffeisen system. He noted
that the intelligentsia should use Raiffeisen-
style credit unions as a means to assist the
peasants. The appeal to the intelligentsia
may indicate an attempt to involve different
segments of the population in supporting the
initiative.

The deputy drew attention to the fact that
the parliament perceived the establishment of
Raiffeisen unions as assistance to peasants,
clergy, and school teachers. This indicates an
intention to involve various social strata and
leverage their support for the success of the
initiative. A. Vakhnianyn pointed out that the
success of the new institution was guaranteed
by its structure and principles. Additionally,
he emphasized the Christian foundation of the
institution, which involved helping the weaker
members and excluded financial exploitation.
This indicates an attempt to embed moral
values into the functioning of the economic
institution.

A positive aspect of Raiffeisen unions that
sets the institution apart from others and leads
to interaction and support among its members,
according to the deputy, is the combination of
capital and labor. Additionally, a positive aspect
of these associations was their foundation on
mutual assistance and encouragement of their
members for self-development.

Overall, A. Vakhnianyn expressed
confidence that the new credit institution would
be successful and adhere to ethical standards,
promoting social development and mutual
assistance among rural populations.

The speaker emphasized the problems
associated with various forms of usury. He
noted that peasants became dependent on
usurers who took away all their earnings.
Therefore, it was necessary to create new,
accessible credit institutions for peasants to
help them address financial difficulties and
support economic development. It was asserted
that the new credit institution opposed various
forms of usury.

He expressed hope that the implementation
of local credit for peasants could lead to an
improvement in the economic situation and

an increase in the standard of living of the
population’.

On December 28, 1897, A. Vakhnianyn, in
his address to the Halychynan Sejm, called for
the use of Raiffeisen unions to create affordable
conditions for cheap credit for peasants. On
December 29 of the same year, he proposed an
immediate decision regarding the establishment
of loan funds. He justified this necessity by the
significant increase in peasants indebtedness,
which hindered their economic development.
In 1898, A. Vakhnianyn suggested allocating
200,000 crowns from the regional fund for
the organization of Raiffeisen unions in
Halychyna®.

To incorporate the experience of similar
associations, the regional administration sent
Deputy D. Savchak to Western Austria. After
his familiarization with the operations of
these associations, a project was prepared and
approved by the Sejm. To explain the purpose,
methods, and rules of the associations, letters
fromtheadministrationweresenttothecounties.
In Lviv, a bureau was established to oversee
regional branches, providing information and
assisting in legal matters. Financial assistance
and inventory for organization were provided
to the specially registered associations. A loan
fund was created with an initial capital of 2
million crowns, supplemented annually by an
additional 40,000 crowns. The administration
emphasized that the success of the associations
depended on the interest of the peasants, and
for this purpose, various brochures and statutes
were issued, used in the formation of each
association®.

The internal structure of Raiffeisen unions
was simple. General assemblies of participants
annually elected the management of the
association, consisting of three individuals:
a chairman, a secretary, and a treasurer. A
Supervisory Board was also formed to oversee
the association’s work, with the treasurer
reporting to it every three months. Members
of the association regularly made small
contributions, which formed a reserve fund
and covered the expenses of the management.

The treasurer, responsible for the financial
operations of the association, did not receive
any profit and, therefore, had no interest in the
financial dealings of the organization. This ease
of control allowed the management and the

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Supervisory Board to influence loan recipients,
and in case of violations or irrational use of
funds, they could recover the invested money°.

Unfortunately, Raiffeisen unions did not
gain popularity in Halychyna, where only a
small network of Raiffeisen unions existed
(around 70 branches in 1900). They were
typically embraced by wealthier peasants,
especially in Krylos near Halych, where 95
individuals joined with a significant initial
capital*. Christian socials actively worked on
organizing the Ukrainian society to establish
Raiffeisen unions??.

There were several reasons for this. The
newspaper «Dilo» — a press organ of the so-
called oppositional populists — started an
agitation campaign against Raiffeisen unions.
K. Levitsky argued against the need for their
establishment, as there were already rural
savings banks and agricultural societies united
in the Credit Union. In response to these
remarks, «Ruslan» stated that the existing
credit unions, associations, and societies were
still too weak and unable to resist usurers. It
was noted that Raiffeisen unions had significant
advantages, as they were new to the peasants.
The newspaper pointed out that without the
help of the intelligentsia, it would be difficult
for peasants to understand these new systems®:.

Surprisingly, Moscow-oriented activists
from the Society named after M. Kachkovsky,
who were ideological opponents of Christian
socials, positively embraced the idea of creating
Raiffeisen unions, seeing tangible benefits for
peasants. In particular, this idea was supported
by Father Yu. Kunitsky and Father Hr. Chubaty
in Ternopil*.

In the newspaper «Ruslanx», dissatisfaction
is expressed with the lack of an active stance
from «Prosvita» regarding the explanation and
support of the initiative to create Raiffeisen
unions among the rural population. One of
the authors called on «Prosvita» to actively
and publicly contribute to the dissemination
of information about these institutions to
ensure their successful popularization. It was
repeatedly emphasized the indifference of the

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Ukrainian intelligentsia to the establishment of
Raiffeisen unions. This was attributed to the
fact that the majority of populists were against
its.

Another obstacle in the establishment of
Raiffeisen unions was certain legal formalities,
due to which courts refused to register new
associations?®.

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Abstract. Purpose. The purpose of the research is to study observations of various aspects of life and activities of the
peasantry in Naddniprianska Ukraine, made by the soldiers of the Galician units, participants of the national liberation
movement of 1917-1920 in the «Greater Ukraine», reflected in the texts of the periodical «Chervona Kalyna Historical
Calendar-Almanac» (1922-1939).

Scientific novelty. For the first time, the author of the article analyses problems and the content in periodical publications
on peasant studies in the period of 1917-1920.

Conclusion. In this article, we define a certain circle of authors writing for the «Historical Calendar-Almanac of the
Red Guelder Rose», who published materials on peasant topics. By genre, these articles belong to war memoirs. Based on the
origin of the authors and their affiliation to certain military formations, we have distinguished the following groups of authors:
soldiers of the Austro-Hungarian army and the Sich Riflemen Legion (prisoners of war and active servicemen); emigrant
peasants; foremen and riflemen of the Sich Riflemen «from Kyiv» and Ukrainian Galician Army. It has been established that
the circle of contributors to the calendar-almanac is significantly different from the collective of authors of the «Chervona
Kalyna the Chronicle».

The publications of the «Historical Calendar-Almanac of the Red Guelder Rose» logically fall into four sets defined by
the problematics: the first group of works describes peasants managing farming in the conditions of the First World War and in
1917 - early 1918, the peasant-landlord relationships; the second group highlights the influence of the Bolshevik propaganda
on peasants’worldview and trends among them at the beginning of 1918; the third group of posts is devoted to the interaction of
the Sich Riflemen Legion with the peasantry of the Naddniprianshchyna region (February — September 1918); the fourth group
of articles highlights the relations of Galicians (Sich Riflemen «from Kyiv» and Ukrainian Galician Army) with the peasantry
in 1919-1920.

It is established that the authors of the memoirs revealed the course and culminating aspects of the peasant revolution,
in particular, the wars between villages for the land that used to belong to landlords, the creation of the first collective farms,
compensation for losses to landowners, consequences of the land ownership eradication for the landlords. Military Galicians
became witnesses and active participants in the formation of the peasant mindset on the basis of the national system of values
— just as the peasants of the Naddniprianska Ukraine, pro-Bolshevik at the beginning of 1918, were actively opposing the
Bolsheviks and helping the Ukrainian army at the end of 1919 — the beginning of 1920. Articles in the «Chervona Kalyna
Historical Calendar-Almanac» serve as an additional source for the study of the peasant revolution in Naddniprianska Ukraine.

Formulation of the issue. «Historical Analysis of recent research and publica-

Calendar-Almanac of the Red Guelder Rose»
became the first publishing project of the coop-
erative founded by the participants of the lib-
eration struggle of 1914-1921 with the aim of
preserving the memory of the glorious past of
the Ukrainian Sich Riflemen, the «Kyiv» Sich
Riflemen and the Ukrainian Galician Army.
The journal was published from 1922 to 1939
— 18 issues of the calendar-almanac are known.
Unlike the «The Chronicle of the Red Guelder
Rose», all numbers of which are digitized and
available on the Internet, the «Historical Calen-
dar-Almanac of the Red Guelder Rose» is not
so popular among researchers and is difficult for
readers to access. The most complete collection
of the periodical is kept in the funds of the Vasyl
Stefanyk National Scientific Library of Ukraine
in Lviv. Turning to this historical source makes
it possible to supplement the picture of the peas-
ant revolution in Dnipro Ukraine, in particular,
to trace the evolution of peasant attitudes and
behaviour in 1917-1920.

tions. The military and political activities of the
USR Legion, the «Kyiv» Sich Riflemen (here-
inafter — SR), and the UGA have been studied
in detail by scientists. Among the latest studies,
we note the works of M. Lazarovych?, M. Lyt-
vyn?, 1. Khoma?, O. Zavalniuk, and S. Oliynyk*.
Involvement in the scientific circulation and
analysis of the publications of the journal «His-
torical Calendar-Almanac of the Red Guelder
Rose» (hereinafter - HCARGR) has an episodic
character®. The source potential of this journal,
in particular from peasant issues, have not yet
been explored by researchers of the struggle of
Galician soldiers in the Dnipro Ukraine. The
source analysis of the publications on the peas-
ant theme of the journal «The Chronicle of the
Red Guelder Rose» has been carried out by us
in other publications®. A valuable basis for our
research is the bibliographic index of publica-
tions of «The Red Guelder Rose», prepared by
V. Perediriy’.

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The purpose of the research is the evalu-
ation of various aspects of the life and activi-
ties of the peasantry of Dnipro Ukraine by the
soldiers of the Galician units, participants of the
national liberation movement of 1917-1920 in
«Greater Ukraine», reflected in the publications
of the journal «Historical Calendar-Almanac
of the Red Guelder Rose» (1922-1939). The
task of the research: determination of the circle
of authors of publications on peasant studies,
analysis of the issues of the published materi-
als, their informativeness (the peasant insurgent
movement remained outside the scope of our
research). The chronological boundaries of the
research — 1917-1920 — are determined by the
time of the Galician soldiers’ stay in the Dnipro
region.

Presenting the main material. By genre,
the main form of publications of the «Historical
Calendar-Almanac of the Red Guelder Rose»
are memoirs (war memoirs). According to the
issues of the publications, we propose to single
out four groups: posts of prisoners of war of the
Austrian army or the USR Legion and memo-
ries of civilians (natives of the Dnipro region)
about the events in the countryside in 1917 — at
the beginning of 1918; evidence of the influence
of Bolshevik propaganda on the peasantry at the
beginning of 1918; reminiscences of USR rifle-
men about their stay in Dnipro region (February
— September 1918); memories of soldiers of the
«Kyiv» SR and UGA about the interaction with
the peasantry during their struggle in «Greater
Ukraine» in 1919-1920. According to the con-
tent and issues of the publication of the HCAR-
GR, the author’s military career is covered, and
the peasant theme, as in the «The Chronicle of
the Red Guelder Rose», has a secondary nature.
The reproduction of this background allows us to
reconstruct the course of the peasant revolution
in the Dnipro region through the eyes of mili-
tary Galicians: their contacts with the peasantry,
the evolution of peasant attitudes and behaviour.
In interpreting the peasant revolution, we base
ourselves on the theoretical and methodologi-
cal work of scientists of the Peasantry Institute
of Bohdan Khmelnytsky National University of
Cherkasy?.

The first set of works published on the
pages of the HCARGR yearbook is devoted to
the characteristics of the state of peasant farm-
ing in the conditions of the World War | and the

revolutionary events of 1917 — early 1918 and
the relations of peasants with landlords. Their
authors are Galician prisoners of war and civil-
ian residents of the Dnipro region — emigrants
to Poland.

Sub-commissioned officer of the USR
Mykhailo Duda described the year he spent in
Russian captivity doing agricultural work. From
April 1916, he worked on the Vodyany hamlet
near Luhansk in a wealthy farm that had agri-
cultural machinery, 80 dessiatins of land, and 14
horses. The owner of the hamlet Soroka and his
son-in-law fought at the front, and his wife, along
with her 18-year-old daughter and two prison-
ers of war, managed the farm. The author of the
memoirs described the process of farming, his
conduct of cultural and educational work among
the peasants, the campaigning of political par-
ties in the Luhansk region in the spring of 1917.
M. Duda was a witness and active participant in
the processes of self-organization of the peas-
ants and their arrangement of armed guards, the
awakening of the national consciousness of the
peasants, and the formation of anti-Bolshevik
attitudes in Luhansk region®.

Another prisoner of war, llya Rogatynskyi
(a peasant from Terebovlya county), document-
ed the influence of Bolshevik agitation on the
development of spontaneous peasant struggles
against landlords and other landowners in the
villages of Glukhiv county on Chernihiv region
in February 1918. According to the observations
of the author of the memoirs, deserters from the
frontline incited the peasants to seize and divide
privately owned land (other sources confirm
this). The impetus for the seizure of other peo-
ple’s property was the mass abuse of alcohol by
the rural population as a result of the pogroms
of distilleries and alcohol warehouses. The
Bolshevik-controlled villages, after the massa-
cre of their landowners, engaged in armed con-
frontation for land with other rural communities
— their neighbours. Such an example of hos-
tilities between two villages was described by
I. Rogatynskyi — residents of Studenky killed
the family of a landowner in Kucherivka and
began to demand from their neighbours to give
them half of the lord’s land. The Kucherivka
community refused to share its landowner’s
land with another village. Each village created
its own «army» (they even used artillery), and as
a result of this confrontation, many peasants suf-

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fered — each community had wounded, killed,
burned houses™. The Bolshevik terror unfolding
in Hlukhiv region at the beginning of 1918, in
particular the murders of landowners, figures of
the Ukrainian movement, is described in detail
in other memoirs of an Austrian prisoner of war
(the author himself was saved from the massacre
by the peasants)*.

Two months of stay under Bolshevik rule
and its attitude towards property and peasants
in Zaporizhzhia at the beginning of 1918 are
characterized in the anonymous memories of an
eyewitness of those events who emigrated to the
territories controlled by Poland. These memo-
ries were recorded and published by the writer
Serhii Daushkov®2. The heroine of the story, to-
gether with her husband, worked for hire in the
farms of German colonists. According to her,
there were a total of 37 families of landless peas-
ants in Molochansk. For a month, they received
food aid from the Bolsheviks from supplies req-
uisitioned from the colonists. A month later, all
the landless from Molochansk were relocated to
a German estate near the village of Bohdanivka
near Berdyansk and forced to work. The peasants
were faced with a choice: to divide the property
of the fugitive landowner among themselves,
or to jointly cultivate his land, which was 300
dessiatins. Buildings and agricultural machinery
were preserved in the estate, but grain and live-
stock were taken away by the Bolsheviks earlier.
During the month, the peasants sowed the land-
owner’s fields and put his estate in order. The
peasants’ respect for other people’s property
(they did not divide the owner’s property) and
their diligence saved the estate workers from
the massacre after the return of its owner, when
the German troops expelled the Bolsheviks. The
memoirs describe the repression of the peasants
by both the Bolsheviks and German troops and
landlords.

The course of the peasant revolution in the
Poltava region (in the vicinity of the Hrebinka
station) is covered in the memoirs of Ustia Hryt-
syk, a resettled woman from Volyn®. Her par-
ents had at least six children and could not feed a
large family from their own land plot, which was
about three dessiatins. Even before the World

War I, they moved from Volyn to Poltava region
— there, the father and older brothers got a job
working for the railway. In 1917, Ustia turned
12 years old, and her growing up took place
against the background of numerous changes of
political regimes and authorities. The girl wit-
nessed the redistribution of landlord land and
the evolution of the attitudes of the peasantry: at
first, in the spring of 1917, the peasants timidly
expressed their desire to redistribute the land-
lord’s land**, and during the Bolshevik regime
they carelessly cultivated this land — even after
the land cut, the welfare of the peasants did not
improve. The girl noted the following manifes-
tations of the policy of war communism (char-
acteristic for other regions as well): shortage of
salt, sugar, and manufactured goods; exchange
of manufactured goods for food; concealment of
grain by peasants (they used it to feed livestock
or processed it into moonshine); requisitioning
of cattle by the Bolshevik authorities and mis-
use of moonshine taken from the peasants by
party members®®; the rise of class struggle. The
author of the memoirs noted the support of the
wealthy peasants of the Ukrainian authorities,
their sympathy, in particular, for the person of
S. Petliura®. After the death of their father dur-
ing a typhus epidemic, the girls’ search for work
in Bolshevik institutions was unacceptable to the
family. In the end, after many months of wan-
dering in Kyiv, Ustia and her family left Soviet
Ukraine and returned to \Volyn, controlled by
Poland. These memories were published in the
HCARGR in 1929, when the girl was already
24 years old.

Therefore, the works of Galician prisoners
of war and Ukrainian emigrant peasants testify
to the rejection of the Bolshevik propaganda by
a part of the peasantry of the Dnipro region, as
well as its consequences — destructive for agri-
culture and tragic for individual peasants. The
distribution of landlord property did not lead to a
significant improvement of peasant life, and the
change of political regimes was accompanied by
the return of the owners and their punishment of
the peasants.

The second group of posts by the HCARGR
consists of the memories of the Sich Riflemen

about the influence of Bolshevik propaganda
and agitation on the behaviour of the peasants
and their mood, observed by Galician soldiers at
the end of 1917 and the beginning of 1918. The
Russian army was disintegrating, soldiers (most
of whom were peasants) were returning home
from the front or from captivity. Bolshevik agi-
tators worked hard with them — it was a planned
campaign aimed at discrediting Central Rada, in
modern language — PSYOP.

In the centre of the «crazy soldier’s ele-
ment» was the USR sotnyk Roman Sushko (one
of the organizers of the «Kyiv» Sich Riflemen,
later a colonel) !”. He was part of a group of USR
officers who were returning from Russian cap-
tivity from under Tsaritsyn to Kyiv through the
territory of the then Chernihiv governorate (via
Konotop, Bakhmach). The journey from \Volga
by rail took about a week. In the train, sotnyk
R. Sushko witnessed and participated in nu-
merous discussions among the military about
«agrarian land», «iron political platform», the
Ukrainian-Bolshevik war, about «one kettle and
one louse», etc. At the same time, conversations
about a strong Ukrainian army, order in the re-
gion and the authority of the Central Rada were
also popular®®. However, the reality that the ri-
flemen encountered on Ukrainian territory was
the opposite and disappointed them.

The already mentioned prisoner of war Ivan
Rohatynskyi witnessed the use of the main thesis
of the Bolshevik PSYOP in Chernihiv region at
the same time — «\We ate together from the same
pot during the war». According to his memories,
Bolshevik agitators used this technique to dis-
credit the Central Rada in the national question
and land policy: «We don’t need <...> to divide.
Why do we need Ukraine. <...> The Bolsheviks
are giving us land as a gift even now, and the
Ukrainian bourgeois Central Rada is only mak-
ing promises»®. This propaganda found support
among the poorly educated peasantry of the ter-
ritories bordering Soviet Russia.

Soldiers of the USR Legion, who under the
terms of the Treaty of Brest came to the aid of
the Central Rada in February 1918, witnessed
the spread in Right-Bank Ukraine among former
soldiers of the Russian army and peasants of the

Bolshevik propaganda theses about «one bowl»
from which they ate together during the war?,
Myron Zaklinskyi, the commander of the USR,
went with his military formation and recorded
the mood of the peasantry along the following
route: Kamianets — Bar — Zhmerinka — Vapn-
yarka — Odesa — Kherson — Oleksandrivsk. He
noted the tangible impact of Bolshevik agita-
tion in some villages and the total ignorance of
the peasantry about the politics and activities of
the Central Rada as a result of the inactivity of
Ukrainian political parties in 1917. According to
his memories, most of the peasants were only
interested in the land issue, ignoring conversa-
tions about the creation of an independent state
and education in schools in the native language.
A few supporters of the Central Rada among the
peasants, aware of its activities, were former
soldiers of the Ukrainian units®. He ascertained
both Austrophile sentiments among the peasant-
ry and intentions to resist the Austrian troops.
Nationally-conscious peasants who supported
the Ukrainian government, according to Zak-
linskyi’s memories, were found by riflemen in
Zaporizhzhia — there the local peasantry consid-
ered the USR their native army, and not foreign-
ers, as it was felt in Podillia?.

The doctor Volodymyr Shchurovskyi came
to the same conclusions: he contrasted the «dark
villages» of Right-Bank Ukraine, affected by
the Bolshevik agitation, with the nationally con-
scious peasants of Zaporizhzhia?.

The memoirs of the mentioned authors
(V. Shchurovskyi and M. Zaklinskyi) along with
other works of Galician riflemen can be attribut-
ed to the third set of publications of the HCAR-
GR, dedicated to the stay of the USR Legion in
«Greater Ukraine» in the spring and summer of
1918 as part of the group of Archduke Wilhelm
of Habsburg (Vasyl Wshyvanyi). In particular,
V. Shchurovskyi and M. Zaklinskyi became wit-
nesses and participants in the interaction of the
Usus with the peasantry of Zaporizhzhia and
Kherson region during the period of increasing
repression by the Austrian military command,
local authorities, and individual landowners re-
garding the compensation of the peasants’ previ-
ously looted landlord property. The authors of

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the memoirs described the course of punitive
actions in some villages, in which military for-
mations of the USR were also involved, that is,
grain requisitions and the disarmament of peas-
ants. As noted by doctor V. Shchurovskyi, the
riflemen acted in agreement with the peasants
and carried out these actions «tactfully and hu-
manely»: in the Oleksandrivsk county, the peas-
ants themselves brought the required amount
of grain to the designated places, and also pro-
vided the riflemen with food®. According to
M. Zaklinskyi, the riflemen tried to help the re-
bels by giving them weapons from their stocks®.
V. Shchurovskyi explains the transfer of Arch-
duke Wilhelm Habsburg’s group to the Kherson
region in June 1918 with the trust that the peas-
ants had in the Galician soldiers in Zaporizhzhia
— thanks to their favourable attitude towards the
USR, the peasants, disturbed by the atrocities of
the Austrian troops, refrained from launching
large-scale uprisings, as it was in Kyiv region®.

Myron Zaklynskyi described the course of
the «population pacification» action with the
participation of the USR in the town of Do-
brovelichkivka and surrounding villages in the
Kherson region. Music, dances, singing, con-
versations about faith and customs convinced
the local population that the riflemen were «true
Ukrainians» (not «Austrians»), «our people»,
so the peasants met them with bread and salt,
supplied food for the sotnia®. In the person of
the lieutenant, Dr. V. Starosolskyi, the riflemen
helped the peasants appeal the decisions of the
authorities or Austrian military units. Starosol-
skyi even visited the most affected villages®.
Protection of peasants from abuse landlords,
support of Ukrainian public figures persecuted
by the hetman authorities or Austrian courts,
were accompanied by numerous complaints
against riflemen from the Austro-Hungarian and
German military command.

Sanitary desiatnyk lvan Horbatsyo de-
scribed the military actions of the USR against
the Bolsheviks in the spring of 1918, mentioned
the subsequent stay of his unit in the Kherson re-

gion and the involvement of riflemen in punitive
expeditions (which he did not specify). The au-
thor of the memoirs noted the influence of pro-
Moscow elements, both during the time of the
Central Rada and during the Hetmanate period?.

Sotnyk Mykhailo Horbovyi got to Kherson
region in June 1918. The riflemen travelled by
train decorated with yellow and blue flags and
quotes from T. Shevchenko’s «Kobzar». The lo-
cal population perceived the Galician soldiers as
«Austrian Cossacks». The latter, on any occa-
sion, carried out cultural and educational work
among the people of Dnipro region®. Lieutenant
Levko Lepky of the USR left a few lines of his
memories of his stay in the Kherson region in
the summer of 1918: the riflemen were a guaran-
tor of order and peace for the local population,
their return to Bukovina caused regret and anxi-
ety

A tolerant attitude towards the peasantry of
the Dnipro region was also shown by those mili-
tary Galicians who served in units of the Austro-
Hungarian army. In his memoirs, the command-
er of the 24" regiment of the Hungarian division
(made up of Galicians), lieutenant Dmytro Fe-
dorovych V. (surname was not identified), de-
scribed a lot of information about the relations
of the military with the peasantry of the Azov re-
gion®2, His sotnia was stationed in the Greek col-
ony of Kermenchyk, Katerynoslav governorate.
Military Galicians were in the Dnipro region for
half a year and were satisfied with their situa-
tion: «...the people are kind, life is good»*. Rep-
resentatives of various ethnic groups lived in the
territory where the lieutenant was the «district
commander»: Russians, Ukrainians, Greeks,
Germans (the author of the memoirs described
their economy and customs). «I had no enemies,
except the landowners, from whom | requisi-
tioned even for money», - this is how lieuten-
ant V. characterized his position in the region3,
With the fall of the Austro-Hungarian Empire
and the sudden retreat of the Hungarian troops,
the commander of the sotnia found himself in
the epicentre of the struggle between various po-

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litical forces: the Makhnovists, the Bolsheviks,
the Ukrainian authorities, and ordinary bandits.
A sotnia of Galicians (one hundred and twenty
people and one officer) marched to Mariupol
under a blue-yellow flag®, got on a train there
and went to Galicia. During the trip, the military
helped civilians fleeing the war, picked up their
compatriots, etc. They had to fight and shoot
to break through: «Each station had a differ-
ent authority»®¢. The author of the memoirs de-
scribed the general picture of the peasant upris-
ing against the Hetmanate: «Clouds of peasants.
Old grandfathers, young people and children;
one with a braid, one with a scythe, one bare-
handed. Petliura’s name was then pronounced as
the name of a god: the avenger and the miracle
worker. The people poured in like a flood»*'.

So, the second set of publications of the
HCARGR is devoted to the opposition of the
Galician military to the Bolshevik agitation
at the beginning of 1918, and the third set of
memories covers the stay of the USR Legion in
«Greater Ukraine» from February to September
1918. The memories we analysed contain infor-
mation about the course of the peasant revolu-
tion against the background changes in power:
the protection of the interests of the peasants by
the USR and the latter’s tolerant attitude towards
the Galicians as part of the Austro-Hungarian
army.

The fourth set of publications of the HCAR-
GR (the most numerous) is devoted to the in-
teraction of Galicians with the peasantry during
their struggle as part of the «Kyiv» Sich Rifle-
men and UGA in the Dnipro region in 1919-
1920.

Petro Reshetylo-Mytsak, a rifleman of the
1%t Doroshenko Infantry Regiment of the UPR
Army, described the influence of the Bolshevik
agitation on the army of the Directorate of the
Ukrainian People’s Republic and the organiza-
tion of opposition to the Ukrainian authorities
from the side of the peasantry. The author of
memoirs, originally from Galicia, was mobi-
lized to the Ukrainian army at the age of sev-
enteen. He joined the ranks of the «Kyiv» Sich
Riflemen and at the end of January 1919, he
defended Kyiv. With his own eyes, the young

soldier observed cases of hostile attitude of the
peasants of the Kyiv region to the army of the
Ukrainian People’s Republic: in the village of
Semypolky, the Bolsheviks, with the help of lo-
cal peasants, captured the Ukrainian military, or
the peasants shot the riflemen in the back®. The
Army of the Directory was formed from nation-
ally unconscious peasants, who were quickly
agitated by the Bolsheviks and deserted. There-
fore, the author calls the peasants the third force
that fought against the Ukrainian army (after the
Bolshevik cavalry and panzers) *°.

The mood of the peasantry, their attitude to-
wards the Ukrainian army in different regions
of the Dnipro region was described by the sol-
dier of the UGA Luka Lutsiv®. After the cross-
ing through Zbruch on July 16, 1919, the Po-
dillia peasants met the tired Galician soldiers
in different ways: sometimes with disdain, and
sometimes with hospitality. At the end of Au-
gust 1919, in the vicinity of Kyiv, the peasants
met Ukrainian soldiers in Austrian uniforms as
liberators and treated them to all the products
and vegetables that they refused to sell to the
Bolsheviks*. The rebels of Ataman Zelenyi,
who maintained contact with the army of the
Ukrainian People’s Republic, helped Galicians
(almost two hundred soldiers) to escape from
the Denikin «prison of honour» from the Darny-
tsia station in early October 1919. Luka Lutsiv,
the author of memoirs, was among the fugitives.
The peasants of the surrounding villages hid the
fugitives, fed them, and transported them from
one village to another. Insurgents «managed» in
the vicinity of Tripillia: «The villages lived their
separate life»*2, However, the further the mili-
tary Galicians went from the hospitable Kyiv
region, the more indifferent the population of
Podillia treated them*:.

UGA rifleman Ivan Tomynchuk, mobilized
to the army at the age of 18, also described his
hungry wanderings in the Podillia region in the
summer of 1919: the peasants refused to share
food with the UGA soldiers («there is no bread
for the Austrians») and they had to eat green ap-
ples from the orchards. Because of this, the ri-
fleman fell ill with typhus for the second time.
«In Podillia, near Zbruch, there are bad people.
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Horse thieves and Bolsheviks themselves», the
author of the memaoirs tried to find the reason for
such indifference of the Ukrainian peasantry*.
Lieutenant, doctor of the USR Roman Havan-
skyi explained the mistrust of the Podillia peas-
ants in the Ukrainian army by the fact that the
governorate was located in the front line and the
population was demoralized by constant mili-
tary operations and, in particular, by the long
confrontation of the UPR army with the Bolshe-
viks®.

The aforementioned memoirs of R. Havan-
skyi and V. Shchurovskyi talk about the help
of local peasants in rescuing the Galician sol-
diers*®®. The military very often left their ill in
private residences in the villages and towns of
Podillia, and the peasants also fell ill with ty-
phus and died*’. Therefore, the military tried to
help the local population with medicines*.

During half a year of Bolshevik rule, the
attitude of the peasantry towards the Galician
military and the UPR army changed signifi-
cantly. Many authors of the HCARGR describe
the provision of assistance to the people of Gali-
cia — refugees from the Bolshevik repressions.
In particular, after the transfer of certain parts
of the RUGA to the troops of S. Petliura in the
spring of 1920, Galicians found salvation from
the Bolshevik massacre in the German colonies
in the vicinity of Odessa. In particular, V. Kry-
vokulskyi spent two months as a guest of a Ger-
man colonist in the village of \Whoda, and then
two weeks with his relative in another colony®.

A. Shustykevych, a 22-year-old lieutenant
of the UGA, described in detail his wanderings
through the German colonies of the Kherson re-
gion and the forests of Podillia®. In Mykolaiv,
the lieutenant together with other riflemen es-
caped from the Bolshevik train, which was
planned to take Galicians to Russia. Then the fu-
gitives hid in German colonies — under the guise
of Austrian prisoners of war, they worked as
hired labourers or public shepherds. In January

1921, Shustykevych entered Romania illegally
(he crossed the Dniester by boat). The author of
the memoirs characterized the situation in the
Ukrainian countryside at the end of 1920: the
peasants’ rejection of the Soviet government,
Bolshevik terror, and the struggle against the re-
bels. The way home for Shustykevych’s brother
P. Okolot was different. They escaped from the
train together, but got separated on the way. The
author of the memoirs described a five-week
hiding in a German colony — a Galician grazed
corn, potatoes, pastured cows and pigs®.. After a
series of dangerous adventures, with the help of
the peasants, he crossed the Zbruch.

The epic of the return to Galicia, which be-
gan in June 1920 after the retreat of Polish and
Ukrainian troops from Kyiv, was described by
Yevhen Yavorivskyi, a soldier of the UGA®. The
retreat was difficult — they walked through for-
ests, no one wanted to sell bread to the soldiers
along the way. And in Podillia, the military-
Galicians felt a very favourable attitude of the
peasants, which was not there a year ago — then
the local population hated the Ukrainian army
and was waiting for the Bolsheviks®:.

Conclusions. On the pages of the «Histori-
cal Calendar-Almanac of the Red Guelder Rose»
a significant number of memories about the
stay of Galician soldiers in «Greater Ukraine»
have been published, in which peasant themes
are revealed in one way or another. We singled
out the following groups of authors: soldiers of
the Austro-Hungarian army and the USR Le-
gion (prisoners of war and active servicemen);
emigrant peasants; officers and riflemen of the
«Kyiv» Sich Riflemen and UGA. The circle of
contributors to the calendar-almanac is signifi-
cantly different from the author’s collective of
the «The Chronicle of the Red Guelder Rose».
According to the issues of the HCARGR publi-
cations, we will distinguish four sets of works:
in the first group of works, the peasant economy
in the conditions of the World War I and the rev-

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olutionary events of 1917 — early 1918 and the
relations of the peasants with the landlords are
characterized; the second group highlights the
influence of Bolshevik propaganda and agitation
on the behaviour of peasants and their mood at
the beginning of 1918; the third group of posts
is devoted to the interaction of the USR Legion
with the peasantry of the Dnipro region (Febru-
ary — September 1918); the fourth group of pub-
lications of the HCARGR covers the relations of
Galicians («Kyiv» SR and UGA) with the peas-
antry in 1919-1920.

The authors of the memoirs revealed the
course and culminating aspects of the peasant
revolution at the end of 1917 — the beginning of
1918: wars between villages for the landowner’s
land, the creation of the first collective farms,
compensation for losses to landowners, the con-
sequences of the liquidation of landlord land
ownership. Military Galicians became witnesses
and active participants in the formation of a na-
tionally oriented peasant worldview — like the
pro-Bolshevik peasants of Dnipro region at the
beginning of 1918 («We ate together from the

same pot during the war») at the end of 1919
— the beginning of 1920 actively opposed the
Bolsheviks and helped the Ukrainian army. Pub-
lications of the HCARGR serve as an additional
source for the study of the peasant revolution in
Dnipro Ukraine.

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“I CREEP WITH THE CROSS, | COVER WITH THE CROSS”:
THE PROTECTION OF THE SPACE OF SLEEP IN THE MYTHOLOGICAL
IMAGINATIONS OF UKRAINIANS

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to study the parameters of the mythological space that do not fit into the matrix
of materia mundi.

The scientific novelty lies in an attempt to consider magical means, with the help of which the construction of not only the
obvious / “this™, but also the hidden / “‘that” space of the myth takes place. We are talking about a dream, which is considered
in the context of a meaningful element of culture and forms local content modules focused on the interpretation, modeling and
organization of the space of traditional society.

Conclusions. The principles of space organization, which relate to liminal states, have their own specificity. In particular,
ritual actions were performed before going to sleep, which were supposed to protect the body temporarily left by the soul.
In the mythology of Ukrainians, during sleep, the soul made a journey to the “other” world, which explained the origin of
prophetic dreams. For this purpose, with the help of delineating the boundary and baptism formed in such a radius, the local
space where the dreamer’ body was located was isolated. Such actions were accompanied by the recitation of magical texts
and prayers. The respective configurations are iconic, as they duplicate ornamental and iconographic subjects associated
with solar symbolism. The sun sanctified by the sign of the cross, which protects the dreamer’s body, can also be interpreted
as an ideogram of a prayer to the Life-giving Holy Cross and duplicates the imposition of the “Seal of God”, protecting the
dreamer from the deadly dangers of the night. Protected in this way, the “soul” and ““body’” are considered to be impregnable
to otherworldly forces that can harm and inhabit the dreamer (phenomenon of doppelgangers).

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TRANSFORMATION OF TRADITIONAL CHILDREN’S CLOTHES OF UKRAINIANS AT
THE LATE OF THE 19TH — MIDDLE OF THE 20TH CENTURY

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to study changes in traditional Ukrainian children’s clothing from the late of the
19th to the middle of the 20th century, to determine the main factors that influenced children’s clothing culture, the degree of
preservation of traditional practices and ideas, and the features of innovations.

The scientific novelty lies in the fact that the author characterized the defining aspects of the transformation of traditional
children’s clothing, the peculiarities of his daily life in the specified period, the factors that influenced it.

Conclusions. Children’s clothing complements our idea of folk clothing, to a large extent illustrates the attitude towards
the child, understanding of its needs and development, involvement in work, role in society. The issue of changes in children’s
clothing reveals some features of transformational processes in society. In the first half of the 20th century the Ukrainian people
suffered a difficult historical fate, wars and famines, ideological repressions and repressions caused inevitable changes in the
people’s existence. At the same time, the time of progress, urbanization processes, changes in the economic system and worldview
influenced the departure from traditional ideas and practices. These processes also affected children’s clothing culture, which met
the challenges of time and cultural transformation. By the middle of the 20th century. ceremonial and symbolic aspects related
to children’s clothing were preserved by Ukrainians, which indicates the important role of the traditional worldview, observance
of ancient customs. Imitation of some older practices, such as the permissible minimal amount of children’s clothing, finds an
explanation both in following the usual way of life and in the impossibility of improving children’s life. Therefore, various aspects
of the people’s life, changes in the economic system, culture, and the consequences of historical upheavals were reflected in the
children’s clothing.
